Diary
	1- T and Ss talk about animals. T elicits previous knowledge from Ss presenting pictures and story books from Dip, Dip, Dip (Units 1, 3, …) (Appendix_1). T sings previous years songs connected with animals: “The Cat Sat on the Mat”, “Ten in the Bed”, “From Head to Toe”, …

2- H sticks the pictures on the b/b while they sing the song for the second time.

3- T, or H, groups Ss using a dipping rhyme they all know and H hands out an A3 piece of paper and a pack of 18 animal cards (Handout_1) per group. T asks Ss to classify the cards the way they want to and stick them forming groups on the A3.

4- Each group shows their poster and tell the rest of the class the criteria used to sort the animals out. They stick the posters on the wall.

5- T presents the plan for Unit 1-PART I.

6- H (or T) writes down PART I plan on the Classroom Diary or, if  necessary, H sticks the corresponding statements on the classroom Diary.

7- Ss decorate their folders.

	1- T and Ss listen to the song.

2- T asks Ss what animals appear in the song, H takes those animals from Appendix_1 and sticks them on an A3. They talk about the kind of animals they are.

3- All together have a look at the rest of the animals and decide which ones are farm animals. H sticks them on the A3.

4- Ss make four groups: cows, pigs, hens and sheep. They listen to the song again and each time they listen to an animal the ones that belong to that group make the corresponding sound while the other point to them.

5- H gives out Handout_2 and Ss complete it.

Optional: T and Ss watch ‘Nursery Rhyme Time’ video (track 51: “Old McDonald”).

	Storybook ‘The Story of the Little Mole’


	1- T shows the cover of the storybook and asks Ss if they can find the title of the book and the author. Ss make hypotheses about what the story is going to be about.

2- Ss sit comfortably in a circle and listen to the story. When it’s finished, Ss check their hypotheses.

3- T asks Ss if they’ve enjoyed the story or not and if they want to listen to it again. If so, T retells the story trying to involve the Ss in the story telling.

4- H with T’s help writes the names of the characters of the story on the b/b: Narrator 1 / Narrator 2 / Mole / Dove / Horse / Hare / Goat / Cow / Pig / Fly 1 / Fly 2 / Dog / Sound Makers.

5- T and Ss decide the role for each child.

	1- T shows her/his booklet to Ss, tells the story with it and invites Ss to use it and make their own one.

2- H gives out a set of Handout_5A photocopies per child. T encourages Ss to look at the page numbers and remember the story to put the copies in order. T moves around and staples them.

3- Ss write down the title of the story and their names on the cover.

4- H gives out Handout_5B photocopies. Ss cut and paste the pictures and fill in the bubbles.

5- Ss draw what each animal “does” in the booklet.

6- H gives out a picture from Handout_5C per child. Ss put a thread through the picture and through the booklet so they can move the mole along the story.

7- Ss colour their booklets and tell each other the story with them.

Note: Ss can make a more simple booklet. Cover, beginning and end are maintained but Ss choose just two or three animals to complete it. In that case, T cuts down Handout_5A copies in two and Ss choose their favourite animals to make their personal booklets.

	-Look at my booklet! Do you like it?

-Listen to my story!

-Would you like to make one to play with it?

-H, please, give out a set of Handout_5A copies to each S. Thank you.

-Look at the small numbers down the page. What is this? And this? Ok, so, one, two, three…

-Do you remember the story? First the dove and then?... the horse…Next, …

-Now, I’ll move around and staple them.

-H, please, give out Handout_5B copies. Thank you. Pick up the scissors and the glue. Pay attention. Cut out along these small dots. Look. Then fold them along this line and paste them on the right place. Remember to match the head of the animal with the corresponding body! Fill the bubbles with the words on the b/b.

-Lovely! Well done! Not really! Look carefully! Is this the horse’s leg or the cow’s leg?

-H, please, hand out a picture to each S. Please fond it and glue it. Glue also the envelope on the cover. Like this! Right! Now, colour it as you like! Hmm, what colour is this horse? I see…

-Now, you can play with it.
