	1- T reviews farm animals with Ss.

2- T shows some pet animals (Appendix_1): a dog, a cat, a parrot… and elicits the concept of pet animal from Ss.

3- T asks Ss about the pets they’ve got at home. T writes down the name of the animals on the b/b.

4- T asks Ss: "Who's got a (first animal on the b/b)?" Ss raise hands and H counts the number of Ss that have got that animal and writes the figure next to the name of the pet.

5- T shows the procedure to make a bar chart: names of the pets on the X axis (the horizontal straight line along the bottom of the graph) and the numbers on the Y axis (the vertical straight line on the graph). Appendix_9.

Note: ask classroom teacher for the best way to do this activity.

6- Ss use the information to complete the bar chart, Handout_9.

7- T presents the plan for Unit 1-PART II.

8- H (or T) writes down PART I plan on the Classroom Diary.

9- Ss decorate their folders.

Pet pictures from magazines
	1- T talks about the parts of the pets body: tail, fur, paws, wings, beak, shell, whiskers… and writes them down on the b/b or uses the animal description poster (Appendix_11).

2- H takes a picture of a pet from a magazine and sticks it on an A3 paper. With the help of the T and Ss, H labels the different parts of the body.

3- Ss, in groups of four, pairs or individually, depending on the number of Ss, choose another pet picture and follow the same procedure. Meanwhile, H draws the front page of the Our Animal Collection.

4- H collects all the A3 papers and makes puts them together as classroom book: Our Animal Collection.

Note: Our Animal Collection can be photocopied in small size and given to the Ss.

Homework: Ss are asked to bring a photo of their pets.
	-Today we’re going to make an animal collection with different pets.

-Here I’ve got magazines and pictures containing a lot of pets. I’m going to choose one, the one I like most, cut it and stick it in this sheet.

-Here it is. But I would like to add something more, I’m going to write the name of my pet and label the parts of his/her body.

-H, can you help me? Right! Look at it, it is a dog. Please H, write dog at the top of the sheet. It is the head here, and the ears, tail, paws, shell…

-Now in groups (pairs, individually), you are going to choose different pets from the magazines and pictures we’ve got and repeat what I have done.

-When you finish, we’ll join all the pets and staple all sheets. It’ll be Our Animal Collection!!!

-While you are working on your pets, H is going to design a cover for our Dictionary. Are you ready H?

-And what about you? Are you ready? Then, let’s start and as usual…, do your best!!!

	T’s pet description

A4 pieces of paper
	1- T presents her own pet’s description to Ss and sticks it on the b/b or wall.

2- Ss are going to work individually or in pairs. Each S is going to make a pet poster: either about their own pet or about a chosen one (if they haven’t got a pet). The information given in the poster should be like this:

This is my pet.

His/her name is…

S/he is (colour).

S/he is got (body parts).
	-OK, my dear Ss, I told you to bring some photos or pictures showing your pets to make a poster. Really Mikel!!!l, you forgot yours? Then, you’ll have to draw it.

-Now, Look at me, please! I’ll show you mine. This is my pet. It is a dog. Her name is Urtxi… She is small. She is brown and has got long hair. She eats meat. (She is a Yorkshire) I love her because she is very friendly.
-What about you? Ane, tell us about your pet. What is his/her name? Is he/she a special breed or a common one? Is he/she big or small? I can’t see very well, what colour is he/she? Why do you love him so much? Is he/she nice, friendly, lovely, intelligent?

-Let’s write that information on the b/b. Now another…

-Now we are going to learn how to write a description. How shall we start? Yes, first the name, and then? OK. you mention some characteristics, colour, how big it is… and then you explain why you love him.

-Now you are going to make your own poster, write the description of your own pet on a piece of paper and then you’ll stick it under your pet photograph to make up a nice pet poster.

	1- T tells Ss they are going to make a song book. T can show a sample or can let Ss decide on how to organize it. The aim is to have a song book with the lyrics of the songs learnt during the school year in June.

2- T tells Ss they are going to write the lyrics of the song they have learnt on their song book using the T as a scriber: Ss dictate the song to the T and she/he writes it down on the blackboard, then Ss copy it on their song books. Ss don’t have to copy all the song, just the title and/or one or two lines.

3- This time Ss are going to write down the lyrics of Old McDonald.

	1- T and Ss talk about how to present their works to the rest of the Ss.

2- T explains they are going to focus in three main aspects: they must talk aloud, slowly and look at the rest of the Ss while presenting the work.

3- T presents her/his pet to the Ss.

4- T asks Ss to assess her/his presentation: “What’s my pet?”, “Did I talk aloud?”, “Did I talk slowly?”, “Did I look at the front?”.

4- Ss present their own pets to the class.

5- Ss assess their peer presentation by filling in a chart (Handout_15)

6- When the S has finished, T asks the others if the presentation was made according to the way they should: talk aloud and slowly and looking at them.

Note: Presenting all the works in the same session could be boring and demotivating. It can be included as a routine at the beginning of the session.
	-Now that you’ve written your description we have to learn how to present it to the class, Ok?

-I’ll present you my own pet. Listen to me please!

-Who am I looking at while I’m talking? Right, I am looking at you, so you have to look at other Ss while you are presenting your pet, OK?

-Am I speaking quickly or slowly? Loudly or quietly?

-That’s right, slowly, loudly and showing the picture while I am talking.

-Then, you’ll present your pet poster to the rest of the class.

-When finish, we’ll prepare a poster display on the corridor walls for other classes to see. What do you think?
