Classroom Diary
	1- Ss are shown some photographs of different habitats: a polar landscape, a jungle, savannah, mountains… (Appendix_17) They are asked to say names of animals that live there. Answers in Basque and Spanish are accepted at this stage. T writes down the names of those animals in English on the b/b.

2- T assigns each S one of those animals. Ss draw the animal and write its name in an index card from Handout_17.

3- H collects all the index cards.

4- T will use the index cards later through this part of the unit for different purposes: asking Ss to guess, read, say… the name of the animals; to complete the habitat posters in activity 19.

5- T asks Ss to bring in pictures of wild animals from magazines, leaflets, etc for activity 19. Just in case T is advised to have ready a set of cut-outs with the same kind of pictures (internet, photocopies…)

6- T presents the plan for Unit 1-PART III.

7- H (or T) writes down PART III plan on the Classroom Diary.
	-Look at these pictures! They show different places where different kinds of animals live. We call them habitats.

-Look at the savannah. Can you tell me which animals live there? Lions, buffaloes, giraffes… Great! And in the jungle?…

-I’ll write the name of these animals on the b/b.

-Now, draw an animal and write its name in a piece of paper to make an index card.

-H collect all the index cards, please.

Reference book “Hide and Seek”

A3 piece of cardboard
	1- T has already prepared blank index cards from Handout_17.

2- Ss are encouraged to take one blank index card and stick on it one of the animals they have brought, write its name and place the completed card on a pile. If time left, s/he will follow the same procedure with more animals.

3- T presents a picture of a habitat. T and Ss talk about the characteristics of that particular habitat, what animals live there, … . The class follow the same procedure with another habitat.

4- Ss in pairs, or small groups, choose a habitat (in case just only one or two habitats are chosen, H can use a dipping rhyme or draw lots to assign different ones). They write down its name and prepare a background for the habitat on cardboard.

5- Ss choose the wild animals that belong to that habitat from the index cards and stick them on it.

6- T asks Ss to bring different materials from home and/or T makes sure different materials are available in the class for activity 21.
	-Ok, boys and girls. Now you are going to take an index card and stick on it one of the wild animals you have brought. Then write its name.

-When you finish, place the card on my desk. We will use them in a while.

-If you want you can choose another animal and follow the same procedure.

-Look at this picture. Can you see big trees? Can you see water / rocks / grass / ice / …

-Can you see any animals? Which ones?

-What animals do you think can live here?

	1- T tells the Ss about the activity they are going to carry out: they are going to make 3D displays of the habitats they have already design on their posters.

2- First the class watches a series of pictures of different samples made in previous years in different schools. T asks them what animals they can see, if they can identify the kinds of habitats and the materials they think those displays are made of.

3- Each group decides the kind of display they are going to make and the materials they are going to use.

4- Ss start building up the habitats.

5- Each group makes animals for their habitat using plasticine or any other material.

6- T goes from one group to another asking them about their work.

7- After finishing each animal, Ss put them in the corresponding 3D habitat.
