Activity 10: Planning

The aim of this activity is to warm up the students for the forthcoming activities. T will show Ss five pictures of different children taken from the book “Children just like me” (Appendix_10). Each child comes from a different continent. T will elicit previous knowledge about the continents. Then s/he will introduce the children and will read a brief description of each child from the book. Ss will have to associate each child to a continent.

Interaction sample:

T: Boys and girls, just listen for a moment. Is everybody ready? You two over there, do you think you can join me? I’m really cross, you should be listening! Much better! Now,let’s see what we have learnt so far! H, what was Part I about?

H: Oceans and Continents.

T: Very good! Now H, ask somebody in class to tell us how many continents there are.

H: Ander how many continents are there?

S: Five! /There are five. 

H: Very Good!

T: H, ask somebody to name the continents.

H: Jone, tell us the names of the continents, please!

J: America… .

H: Excellent.

T: Now H, ask somebody in class to tell us how many oceans there are.

H: Oier, how many oceans are there?

O: Five! /There are five.

T: Good work! Boys and girls do you remember these children? We met them in Primary 1. This is Celina, this is David. What about this one? Can you remember her name? She is Bakang. And this little boy here? He is Daisuke. And finally this lovely girl over here. Can anybody tell me her name, it’s a little bit difficult to pronounce. Well, her name is Ngawaiata. Do you think they all come from the same place?

S: Nooo!

T: Of course not! They come from different places/continents. Do you remember the continents we studied in the previous Part? Well the following up activity is about listening to some information about Celina and then you will have to guess which continent she’s from.

(…)

T: Let’s listen to the recording again.

T: Where do you think she’s from? Yes, that’s right. You’re trying very hard! That’s a very good answer! She’s from America….

(…).

T presents the plan for Unit 3-PART II. H (or T) writes down PART II plan on the Classroom Diary. Ss copy the plan in their diaries.

T: Let’s see what we are going to do first.

PART II planning

We are going to:

-sing a song

-listen to a story

-perform a story

-make a booklet

-write in the Sing & Say Book

-work in corners

-These are the activities that we are going to do in Part II.

-First we gonna (are going to)…

-Second we gonna (are going to)…

-…

-and finally we’re gonna (going to)

Activity 11: Song ‘Hello’ 

Ss will sing the song “Hello’”

T: Today we’re going to sing a new song. It’s called  “Hello”. First of all, let’s all stand up. Now, I want you to hum the song.

They listen to the song and T encourages Ss to propose movements for each verse.

T: Form a circle, listen to the song and imitate the actions I do/ do what I do. So, Helper, ask them to get in a circle and copy the movements I do while we listen to the song. Now H, give the start, please!

H: Ready, steady, go!

T: Did you pick up any words? This time, we are going to sing the song and do the actions, OK?

Activity 12: Story Telling ‘ Beautiful Bananas’
Ss in this activity will listen to a story and then choose the characters for the performance.
T: OK, children let’s see if you can guess what we’re going to do today? Have a go at it.  Let me show you this. Do you know what this means?

Wonderful! It’s story time. I’m going to tell you a story. Can all of you see me? Are  you sitting comfortably on the floor/ on the chair? Right! Now, have a look at the cover try to guess what the story is about. Ok/ good answer/ very good!… . How many pages do you think it has? 

S: About….

T: Excellent!/ a good try!…  Now I want you to…,  all together…. Open your eyes, open your ears, zip your mouth and pay attention. Very good!

Once upon a time…….

Did you like the story? Do you want to listen to it again? What! am I hearing some Noes?  Ok helper let’s count who wants to listen to it again? Raise your arm, please. ….

Once again, all together, open your… .

What was the story about? Was it a story about (Ss’ hypotheses)?

Did (Ss’ hypotheses) happen?

(…)

H writes the names of the characters of the story on the b/b. Each S   will choose one  for the performance.

T: Can somebody tell us the names of the characters of the story? Take your time. Well done John, say it again! H would you mind writing the names on the b/b please?

Now, you are going to choose one character for the performance. So H, ask them to come to the front of the class one by one and to choose a character from the pile/from the bag/from the b/b.

Which one would you like to be?

S: I’d like to be Beatrice, please!

Activity 13: Rehearsal ‘Beautiful Bananas’
This activity might take longer because Ss work on the performance script and rehearse it.

Step 1- T tells the story again.

T: Children before we start doing the rehearsal I’m going to tell you the story again. So listen carefully.

Chatter, chatter, chatter. FREEZE!

Copy cats, I think we’ve got parrots in this class!

Everybody sit up straight!

Hands on your head, hands on your shoulders, hands on your knees; fold your arms and put your fingers on your lips.

Step 2- Ss rehearse the story (see dramatizing hints) using the performance script (Handout_4). They will decide when to perform the role by heart.

T: Now, helper is going to hand you the script so that you can start reading and learning your part. Before we start, let’s go through the dramatizing hints once again. When you act out your part, say the words/sentences loudly, don’t speak softly, so that everyone will be able to hear what you are saying.
Let’s start reading the script. H, switch on the tape recorder. As you all know, you are going to take a tape home so that you can work on it.
Step 3- T can hand out a tape with the performance script recorded so that the Ss can work on it at home.

Activity 14: Sing & Say, ‘Oceans’ or ‘Continents’
Ss write the lyrics of the song called Oceans’ or ‘Continents’  in their Sing & Say book.

Step 1- T tells Ss that they are going to write the song they have learnt.

T: Children, in order to write the lyrics of the song, Your right. First we need scrap paper, our Sing & Say book, second we need a pencil… what do we need? Now H, hand out these exercise books so that we can start writing.

H: How many in your group?

S: Four

H: Here you are.

Step 2- In pairs or small group Ss write on scrap paper the beginning of the song ‘Oceans’ or ‘Continents’  the way they think it is. Then T writes the first line on the b/b. Ss check their written production. T and Ss follow the same procedure with the rest of the song. Once this has been done Ss copy the corrected version in their ‘Sing & Say’ book.

Step 3- T and Ss say and write some other words which have the same sound:

T: Pay attention children, Look at these words. Can you say them? For example this one. Nice try. And this one. Listen to me. Now say them after me. See how we say these words. Now write them down.

· Fly, try, fry, cry, my, shy, spy.

· Like, bike, pipe, mime, time, side.

· Road, coat, boat, coast, toast, coach, goat.
· Book, look, cook, took, shook, good, stood, foot, room.

· South, crouch, couch, ouch, blouse, cloud, loud.

· Car, star, start, part, smart, bark, dark, card, hard, arm.
Step 4- T and Ss learn and practice the following tongue-twister:

Six sharp smart sharks
T:  Now children I want you to listen very carefully. Are you ready? Now it’s your turn. Once again. Lovely! Now you have to say it very slowly. This time you´ll have to say it three times to your head but silently. Very good!
Activity 15: Booklet
In this activity Ss are going to retell the story ‘Beautiful Bananas’. To make the booklet T will show Ss a model.

Step 1.- T will retell the story using her/his own booklet.
T: Look! I’ve made my own booklet about the story ‘Beautiful Bananas’. Do you like it? Would you like to have one of your own? Ok then, but first, I’m gonna retell the story using my booklet. You will have to listen very carefully because when I finish  we will  play a guessing game and you will have to tell me what I’ve changed  in my story.

(…)

S: The lion’s missing!!!

T: Well done, Mikel!

S: And the parrot didn’t drop the mangoes!!

T: Good guess, my dear! You’re a quick thinker. Who dropped the mangoes?

S: I know! The lion dropped them. 

T: So, what did the parrot do?

S: He took the lion’s whisker!

T: Great! Good memory, indeed!

(…)
Step 2- H will give out Handout_15 (photocopied in A3) and one blank  A3 per S. Ss will be told to fold the two pieces of paper and to staple them on the left side. Then, they will have to cut them out along the dotted line. Ss will also be given a picture of Beatrice for them to fold, paste and cut  out. They will either hang her with a thread or store her in an envelope pasted at the back of the booklet.

T: Now you are going to make your own booklet. H, please, give them  one of these photocopies and a blank A3 paper. 

H: Group leaders, come over here! How many do you want?

(…)

T: Fold both papers. Put them together. Like this. Now we have to staple them. Here. On the left side. So what do you think we have to do with them now?

S: Cut them out! 

T: Good…!

Step 3- T & Ss will revise the names of the characters in the story. T will tell them that they will be able to choose the characters they want, except the the first and last character in the story. Ss will complete their own booklets with the pictures of the characters they  have chosen  and  will write the corresponding texts. (Ss are expected to use the dialogues learnt for the performance).

T: Look, how many characters did we have in the story?

S: 9! Beatrice, mum, the giraffe, the bees… and granddad.

T: And how many pages have we got inside our booklet?  6, right. So you can’t draw all the characters in the story… What can we do then? That’s it. You have to choose some of them. But, be careful. You have to keep Beatrice, mum and granddad. And you have to make little changes in the story. Do you remember what I did with mangoes and the parrot? If I don’t choose the lion, I can’t put the whiskers here. You will have to write here what your characters will say. Remember what words you used for the performance.

Activity 16: Corners

Following the guidelines in the Primary document.

Activity 17: Performance

The aim of this activity is to perform the story in front of an audience.

Step 1- T asks Ss to start preparing the things they need for the performance.

T: Children, today’s the day! Are we nervous? Do we have butterflies in our tummies? Don’t worry, all you have to do is 1st, breath deeply and 2nd be yourselves, be natural. All the rest will come out smoothly.

Now get into groups. Helper, who’s presenting the play? Who’s saying the rhyme? Who’s singing the song?…. Ok, very good!

Step 2- Ss present the play, sing a song, say a rhyme, act out the story… .

Meanwhile the teachers or Ss record the performance.
Step 3- When the performance comes to an end, helper can ask the audience the following question:

H: What do you think of the Performance?

Ss: I think it was fantastic!

Activity 18: Evaluation

In this final activity T and Ss have a look at the plan of Unit 3-PART II and in their diaries Ss tick the activities done. We must bear in mind that the main aim of this activity is for the Ss to reflect on the activities they have practised so far and to make use of the language learnt during the assessed part. That is, T should encourage Ss to look in detail at the materials handled and used, recall the structures and vocabulary practised during the period and use them as a tool to communicate with their peers and teacher in the context of the unit. At this stage and taking into account that they are already trained and familiar with the activity, T should try to move further on and start eliciting from Ss reasons for their evaluation.

Interaction sample:

T: What are we going to do today?

H: Check the planning and evaluate the activities
T: Fine, so let’s go through the planning. Please, everybody find in your diaries/folder the activity X. Do you remember? (To the H) What was it about? What did we do? Which materials did we use? (To the group) What is your opinion about it? Why? What did we learn/What information did we obtain in this activity? How did we work? (pairs, groups, individually)

Along with H, T should record opinions and reasons on the b/b or preferably on paper (A3 or A1 if possible). The opinions may be given in their mother tongue, T should translate and jot them down. This opinion-giving structures and vocabulary can become a bank of language for specific purposes or function-oriented. Not only that, but T should make profit of this activity to develop some other learning strategies like reasoning, reflecting on their own point of view, showing respect to peers’ opinions, reflecting on one’s work, etc.

T should repeat the same procedure with all the activities, posing some questions to H and some others to the group and encouraging participation.

When Ss are asked to write down their evaluation about the activities, T should encourage them to write not only the name of the activity and some type of “standard” “I liked …/I didn’t like …” expressions, but also further comments elicited from the evaluation activity itself. If they have a recorded personal evaluation, they can use it when doing the next evaluation session so it is a way of giving them more resources to broaden their use of language at different levels.

This activity offers good opportunities for both revision practice of “every-day classroom language” and language of the unit. In this particular case focus on:

What did we learn about? We learnt about … .

What did we do with that information? It’s on the chart, over there.

What new vocabulary (semantic fields) did we learn? Ways of telling the time.

What type of activities did we do? 

-Did we talk about…?

-Did we write in our S&S Book?

-Did we sing a song/say a rhyme?

-Did we perform a story?

-…

T asks Ss to write down their opinion about each activity (T writes down a range of opinions on the b/b).

-Excellent/Very nice/Nice/Not so nice/Bad

Ss write down the best activity for them and what they have learnt.

-Which has been the best activity for you?

-The one I liked best was…
-My favourite activity was…

Finally Ss write down something they have learnt in Part II and compare it with their group peers’ self-assessment.

-In this activity I learnt...

-Now I know...
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
