Activity 19: Planning

The aim of this activity is to talk about famous children Ss have heard of and the reason they are famous for. They could be real or fictional characters. All this information will then be embodied in a chart (b/b, poster…) emphasizing the difference between real and fictional characters.

Interaction sample:

T: Boys and girls, don’t talk now it’s listening time. Turn round in your seats to face me. You two over there,do you think you can join me? I’m really cross, you should be listening! Much better! Now, let’s see, do you all remember the title of this unit? 

Ss: Famous Children!

T: Right. Do any of you know of any famous children?

Ss: Harry Potter!

T: Very good! What does he do? Who is he? Why is he famous?

Ss: ‘Cause he’s a magician and the all action hero in Harry Potter and the Prisoner of Azkaban. 

T: Is he real? Is he a real, live person.

Ss: No! Of course not!

T: Do any of you know who Daniel Radcliffe is? I don’t think so! Well this boy is a well known actor. He is a movie star and he plays the role of Harry Potter. He was born on July 23, 1989 in London. So he’s … years old. Come on tell me. How old is he?

Ss: 15 years old.

T: Excellent! Any other famous child?

Ss: Matilda (Mara Wilson, this wonderful little girl has a starring role as the heroine in a film adaption of Roald Dahl's classic children's novel), Heidi, Pippi Longstocking (Pippi Långstrump)
T: Are they real or fictional characters? Where are they from? How old are they?

And you, Ying? Can you tell us a famous child from your country?

Step 1- T and Ss will read Mozart’s biography. T will ask Ss several questions about the composer’s life (name, age, family, his past, likes…). T will then write the information on a poster.

T: Do you remember Mozart? We met him last year. What did he do? He was a musician. Good. What else do we know about him? He was a child prodigy. What age did he start playing his first instrument? What instrument?…

Step 2- T will present the plan for Unit 3-PART III. H (or T) writes down PART III plan in the Classroom Diary. Ss copy the plan in their diaries.

T: Let’s see what we are going to do first.

PART II planning

We are going to:

-sing a song

-read a book

-make a mind map

-write in the Sing&Say Book

-read autobiographies

-make our life film

-work in corners

-These are the activities that we are going to do in Part III.

-First we gonna (are going to)…

Activity 20: Song ‘My Bonnie lies over the Ocean’ 

Ss will sing the song ‘My Bonnie lies over the Ocean‘.

T: Today we’re going to sing a new song. It’s called  “My Bonnie lies over the Ocean”. First of all, let’s all stand up. Now, I want you to hum the song.

They listen to the song and T encourages Ss to propose movements for each verse.

T: Form a circle, listen to the song and imitate the actions I do / do what I do. So, H, ask them to get in a circle and copy the movements I do while we listen to the song. Now H, give the start, please!

H: Ready, steady, go!

T: Did you pick up any words? This time, we are going to sing the song and do the actions, OK?

Activity 21: Reading ‘Famous Children’
The local environment provides few opportunities for the children to hear English spoken or use it themselves. Reading aloud helps Ss develop a fluent, well-modulated speaking voice. Ss also practice pronouncing words correctly, and speaking clearly. Ss’ listening comprehension is usually higher than their reading comprehension. Listening and following along often results in better comprehension than simply reading independently. Also, reading along with the cassette, or at the T’s pace, encourages Ss to focus on the story, rather than on unfamiliar vocabulary. These Ss learn to develop thinking skills, and good memories.

In this activity Ss are going to read and comprehend ‘Famous Children’ a non-fiction book.

Step 1- T will ensure that all Ss have got a copy (two Ss may share the same book or copy). T will ask questions about the title, the writer and the way the book is organized. T will then briefly explain what the text is about. T reminds Ss to look at the illustrations and titles to help them understand a passage.

-Have you all got a copy of the book?

-What’s the title? / Can anybody tell us the title of the book?

-What’s the writer’s/author’s name?

-How many chapters/parts has the book got / is the book divided into?

-This book is about some children and reasons they are famous for. Look at the pictures to understand the passage better.

Step 2- Ss will read a chapter in silence. When they finish, T will revise vocabulary that is already familiar to Ss.

-Children, I want you to read this passage/chapter to yourselves/in silence. Remember, no noise. Pay attention to the illustrations on the book, they will help you understand what’s it all about.

-Well done, children! Can anybody tell me the meaning of this word? Do you know what it means? Ok then, do you know how to say/read it?

Step 3- T will read the text aloud to establish sight-sound correspondence while Ss follow in their books. T explains difficult words using illustrations and/or using mime and gestures (T only uses translation as the last resort).

-Now, I’m going to read it aloud and you are going to follow me in your books.

-Have you understood?/Did you understand?

Step 4- Second reading. Step 3 is repeated (this time T and Ss) to familiarize Ss with the new language in both its spoken and written forms.

Step 5- Repeat the same procedure with the rest of the chapters.

Activity 22: Mind Map ‘Famous Children’

In this activity Ss will fill in a mind map with the pictures and main information, according to the text. They will work on comprehension to enhance understanding. T will explain Ss they will have to fill in the mind map.

Step 1- T will interact with Ss about the book they have previously read. T will then show the procedure to be followed on an A3. T will start building up the mind map, drawing a circle in the middle of the b/b (poster, wall chart) while s/he elicits information about the book.
T: What’s the name of the book? That’s right. “Famous children”. How many chapters/parts are there in the book? Very good! Six. They are about different children. Who can tell us what they’re famous for? Check it in the book. That’s right. One was a painter. Look at this picture. What was the other famous for? Fantastic. He was a king… Now, we are going to fill this mind map following the instructions in your worksheet. Let’s do one/two together!

Step 2- T will draw a branch from the main topic and show a picture of a child  from the book or a symbol ask who s/he is, stick it at the end of the branch and write a special feature of that celebrity (the painter, the king, the writer, the hero, the gymnast or the genius). S/he does the same with the other pictures, drawing different branches from the main topic. It would be advisable to use different colours to introduce learning strategies.

T: Look! There are six octopus-like branches. They refer to the six parts of the book.We’re going to do the first one all together: What’s the painter’s name? Good. Wang Yani. Let’s take this picture and paste it on our worksheet. How old is she? Yes. She’s 12. And the most difficult question. What does she like? Quickly find the information in your books. Excellent! She likes painting animals and flowers. Let’s see! What have we got here?

Step 3- T will add three more branches off each of the pictures and will write the following key words: name, age and likes. Children will copy/stick the mind map in their notebooks ( bearing in mind mixed ability classes choose the appropriate worksheet). T will read aloud one of the chapters, highlighting the information needed and finally will complete the mind map.

T: Is everybody ready? Unai! Can I help you? Well then, the key words we have here are?

S: Name, age, likes.

T: Very good! What’s the name of this girl? Good answer! We’ll write her name over here.

How old is she? Good! Let’s write her age over here!

And what does she like? Clever girl,Jone! Let’s write that information over here. We have written all the important details. Congratulations! Give yourselves a pat on your back.

Step 4- As soon as Ss are familiarized with the procedure, they will continue on their own. In groups, they will follow the same procedure to obtain the information about other famous children. First, each S will read in silence, find the information required and then check the answers with the group peers, before they complete their mind map.
T: Now you will get into small groups. Each group has to find information about the other children. First, you will choose a famous child, you will then work individually and finally check with the rest of the boys and girls of your group.

Step 5- H will ask questions to the spokesperson of each group and will complete the mind map on the b/b, poster or wall chart. Finally, all children complete their own mind maps with that information.

T: H, come here please. You’ll ask the questions and then write down the answers on the b/b.

H: What’s her/his name? How old is s/he? What does s/he like?

T: Well done. Now, you’ve got to complete your own mind maps.
Activity 23: Sing & Say, ‘Hello Song’
Ss write the lyrics of the song called ‘Hello’ in their Sing & Say book.

Step 1- T tells Ss that they are going to write the song they have learnt.

T: Children, in order to write the lyrics of the song, Your right. First we need scrap paper, our Sing & Say book, second we need a pencil… what do we need? Now H, hand out these exercise books so that we can start writing.

H: How many in your group?

S: Four

H: Here you are.

Step 2- In pairs or small group Ss write on scrap paper the beginning of the song ‘Oceans’ or ‘Continents’  the way they think it is. Then T writes the first line on the b/b. Ss check their written production. T and Ss follow the same procedure with the rest of the song. Once this has been done Ss copy the corrected version in their ‘Sing & Say’ book.

Step 3- T and Ss say and write some other words which have the same sound:

T: Pay attention children, Look at these words. Can you say them? For example this one. Nice try. And this one. Listen to me. Now say them after me. See how we say these words. Now write them down.

· Fright, fight, night, light, bright, high, thigh, might.

· Boil, oil, spoil, noise, choice, oink, point, join, voice.

· Tea, sea, team, cream, speak, eat, clean, seat. 
· Sun, shut, nun, fun, hut, jug, bum, mum.

· Bag, gag, lag, rag, tag, wag, nag, jag, sag.

· Spain, rain, train, pain, main, chain.

Step 4- T and Ss learn and practice the following tongue-twister:

Chop shops stock chops.
T:  Now children I want you to listen very carefully. Are you ready? Now it’s your turn. Once again. Lovely! Now you have to say it very slowly. This time you´ll have to say it three times to your head but silently. Very good!
Activity 24: Autobiographies 
In this activity T and Ss will read some autobiographies to find out main information and complete a chart.
Step 1- T will explain Ss they’re going to read the autobiography of Ganesh and then try to find relevant information about his life. H gives out Handout_24A. T elicits the type of information needed from students: “Me”, “My family”, “My past” and “I like”. H draws a chart on the b/b using these headings. T starts reading the text and asks questions to Ss to place the different pieces of information under the right heading. T and Ss will discuss whether the information is relevant or not.

T: So far, we have read biographies of famous children. Today we’re going to read the autobiography of Ganesh. Do you know what an autobiography is? Well, it’s a biography of yourself. The story of one's life written by oneself. If I write my own life story, I am writing my autobiography. Do you all remember who was Ganesh? What does he say about himself? Does he say his name? Will he say something about his family? And about his past? We can sort out all that information in four groups: “Me”, “My family”, “My past” and “I like”. H, please draw a chart on the b/b and write down those headings.I’ll read the text aloud and you’ll  read it silently at the same time. Is this information important? Where will we place it?

Step 2- Once they have finished, Ss will get into small groups. Each group will read and complete the chart  with information from the autobiography they will be given. Some groups will receive the  autobiography of Olga Korbut and the others the autobiography of Wang Yani. Ss will then read the handout individually but they will fill in the chart in groups. Ss will also be able to use pictures to complete their charts. Meanwhile T will work with helper choosing the questions s/he is going to ask.

T: Now sit down in groups of four or five. You’re going to read the autobiography of Olga Korbut or of Wang Yani and then complete the chart all together. H, please, give out these handouts.

H: Group leaders, come over here! How many do you want?

Step 3- When Ss finish completing their charts, H will ask them information to fill in the chart on the b/b with information from the two autobiographies.

T: What do you know about Olga? What information have you got about Wang Yani?

H: How old is Wang Yani? Where was she born? What was her father? What did she like? When she was two and a half years old she started….what? When she was four years old, her dad gave her what? What did he give her? What countries has she visited?

How old is Olga Korbut? When was she born? Where? What was her father? And her mother? How many sisters has she got? What can she do? What does she want to be?

What do people say?

(…)
T: Boys and girls, just listen for a moment. Don’t talk now it’s listening time. I want you to bring photographs or pictures about yourselves, your families, etc. because we need them for your own autobiography: “My life film”.

Activity 25: My Life Film

In this activity Ss will write their own autobiographies arranged in a film strip.
Step 1- T will show the life film of Ganesh and will explain Ss that they will be doing something similar about themselves: their own own life film. They’ll handle information and pictures (photos, photocopies, drawings…) about themselves. Ss will stick white stickers on the upper and bottom parts of a black cardboard strip so it resembles a film strip. On the other side of the cardboard they’ll stick a label with these words, “My life film”, “by…”.

T: Do you remember who Ganesh was? Have a good look at this. What you seehere is his life film. Over here, we have information about his name and age. Here, where he comes from. Here,information about his past. And over here what he best likes. Would you like to do your own life film? H, please, hand out these stickers,labels, strips of black cardboard and sheets of white paper.

H: Group leaders, come over here! How many do you want?

T: Now listen to the instruction very carefully. First, stick these white stickers along the upper and bottom part of the black cardboard as it is here. (T shows appendix 24) It has to resemble a film strip. Second, write down “My life film” “by…”,on the label cut it and stick it on the other side of the cardboard.

Step 2- Ss will write sentences about themselves on a white sheet of paper under the headings of “Me”, “My family”, “My past” and “I like”. These key words have been previously taught in activity 24. Then Ss will cut them out and stick the pictures and sentence/paragraph cut-outs on the film strip. Ss will roll up their film strips like a parchment and prepare their oral presentations.

T: Third, you will now write sentences about yourselves. Look at the blackboard. See these words: Me, My family, My past and I like. Where it says Me, write something about yourself. For example “My name is…. and I am …. years old. Now cut them out. Now you have to stick your own pictures and the paragraphs or sentences you have written about yourselves. Then roll up your film strip.

Now boys and girls I will give you some time to prepare your oral presentation.
Step 3- Ss will present their film strips to other Ss.

H: Ander, it’s your turn to present your film strip / Ander, come over here/to the front of the class and present your film strip.

Activity 26: Corners

Activity 27: Evaluation

In this final activity T and Ss have a look at the plan of Unit 3-PART III and in their diaries Ss tick the activities done. We must bear in mind that the main aim of this activity is for the Ss to reflect on the activities they have practised so far and to make use of the language learnt during the assessed part. That is, T should encourage Ss to look in detail at the materials handled and used, recall the structures and vocabulary practised during the period and use them as a tool to communicate with their peers and teacher in the context of the unit. At this stage and taking into account that they are already trained and familiar with the activity, T should try to move further on and start eliciting from Ss reasons for their evaluation.

Interaction sample:

T: What are we going to do today?

H: Check the planning and evaluate the activities
T: Fine, so let’s go through the planning. Please, everybody find in your diaries/folder the activity X. Do you remember? (To the H) What was it about? What did we do? Which materials did we use? (To the group) What is your opinion about it? Why? What did we learn/What information did we obtain in this activity? How did we work? (pairs, groups, individually)

Along with H, T should record opinions and reasons on the b/b or preferably on paper (A3 or A1 if possible). The opinions may be given in their mother tongue, T should translate and jot them down. This opinion-giving structures and vocabulary can become a bank of language for specific purposes or function-oriented. Not only that, but T should make profit of this activity to develop some other learning strategies like reasoning, reflecting on their own point of view, showing respect to peers’ opinions, reflecting on one’s work, etc.

T should repeat the same procedure with all the activities, posing some questions to H and some others to the group and encouraging participation.

When Ss are asked to write down their evaluation about the activities, T should encourage them to write not only the name of the activity and some type of “standard” “I liked …/I didn’t like …” expressions, but also further comments elicited from the evaluation activity itself. If they have a recorded personal evaluation, they can use it when doing the next evaluation session so it is a way of giving them more resources to broaden their use of language at different levels.

This activity offers good opportunities for both revision practice of “every-day classroom language” and language of the unit. In this particular case focus on:

What did we learn about? We learnt about … .

What did we do with that information? It’s on the chart, over there.

What new vocabulary (semantic fields) did we learn?  

What type of activities did we do? 

-Did we talk about…?

-Did we write in our S&S Book?

-Did we sing a song/say a rhyme?

-Did we perform a story?

-…

T asks Ss to write down their opinion about each activity (T writes down a range of opinions on the b/b).

-Excellent/Very nice/Nice/Not so nice/Bad

Ss write down the best activity for them and what they have learnt.

-Which has been the best activity for you?

-The one I liked best was…
-My favourite activity was…

Finally Ss write down something they have learnt in Part III and compare it with their group peers’ self-assessment.

-In this activity I learnt...

-Now I know...
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
