’THE DROP GOES PLOP’, Sam Godwin; Published by Hodder Children’s Books
	CHARACTERS: Narrator / Sea 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5 / Wind 1 and 2 / Drop 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5

	Narrator: Hello everybody. This performance is called ‘The Drop Goes Plop’.
	-A child comes to the front of the stage and addresses the public.

	Narrator: Scene 1, EVAPORATION
	-The child points to the sea and the sun.

	Sea 1: It’s hot and nice here, isn’t it?
Sea 2: It’s lovely!
Sea 3, 4 and 5: Oh! It’s getting too hot.
Drop 1: Look at me! I’m going up!
Drop 2: I’m getting bigger…
Drop 3: … and bigger
Drops 4 and 5: … and bigger!
	-10 children sitting on the floor, waving their bodies and arms cheerfully.

-Some of them make gestures wiping their forehead.

-5 children start, one by one, getting up slowly with their arms moving upwards, getting closer as they form a compact group.

	Narrator: Scene 2, CONDENSATION
	-The child points to the wind.

	Wind 1 and 2: I blow and blow and blow very hard.
Drops 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5: We go over hills and fields and little towns.
	-2 children blow and blow while they move smoothly their arms and hands to their front.

-The children, as a group, move in the direction of the wind and finally they end up standing on some tables.

	Narrator: Scene 3, PRECIPITATION
	-The child points to the cloud.

	Drop 1: I’m too heavy.
Drop 2: I think I’m going to fall.
Drops 3, 4 and 5: Me too!
	-Children, on the tables, squeeze together.

-One by one they fall from the table.

	Narrator: Scene 4, ACCUMULATION
	-The child points to the river and the sea

	Drops 1, and 2: Look at the mountains and towns.
Drops 3, 4 and 5: It’s really beautiful.
Sea 1: It’s hot and nice here, isn’t it?
Sea 2: It’s lovely!
Sea 3, 4 and 5: Oh! It’s getting too hot.
	-The drops crawl zigzagging slowly looking around, till they return to their starting point.

-The drops join the sea drops and start again the cycle.

	Narrator: And that’s how the water cycle works.
	-The child draws a circle following the different places the water drops have followed during the cycle.
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
