	1-T shows his/her scrapbook and talk about the kinds of things s/he keeps inside. (We recommend to show Ss different types of scrapbooks for  them to have several models).

2- T offers the children different materials (old magazines, comics, Appendix 12_A with templates…) in order to create a photo montage for the cover of their own scrapbook They will glue photos (or photocopies) of some relatives’ faces on the pictures.

3- Ss bind together 3 pieces of cardboard (A3 size).Then they stick their family picture on the cover. They can decorate it by adding a title, messages...(ideas in Appendix_12B)…

4- T will scan or photocopy the photographs children have brought from home.

Homework: Questionnaire: information about one or two family members as for example: secret facts/likes, nicknames, funny pictures, sign of zodiac, timetables, relatives, thumbprints, places they have visited… (Handout_17)


	-Look children, this is my scrapbook.  I keep here photos and I explain things about them: who we are, where we have been, something funny that happened to us… Watch this! This was the cinema ticket to see Harry Potter in London! I paid £10! If £1 is around 2€, how many € did I pay for the cinema?

-What about making your own scrapbook? 

-Today we will start with the cover. Here you are some comics, magazines and photocopies for you to take some cuttings, or you can draw your own pictures.

-Now, are you going to put any sticker?

-I like this tag: keep out! Nobody can open it without permission! 

-Have you brought your family photos? 

-I’ve brought one of me with my parents, and another one of my granny.

-This is my favourite uncle!

-You have to get some information about your family to describe them in your scrapbook. What would you like to write about?

-I want to know….

-So, what do you think about taking home a questionnaire to help you remembering your questions and answers?

	1-T introduces the task showing them his/her scrapbook, pages 2&3, where s/he has written about him/herself, or shows different models taken from other sources (the Internet…).

2- T asks for Ss’ personal information.

3- Ss write about themselves in English, first in their diaries, then in the scrapbook, page 2 & 3. T may introduce the language they require by making up a glossary of words and useful structures helping the class translate the language they need or by means of tags. Ss may also be given language patterns to compose their sentences (Appendix_13).

	1- T shows his/her family tree (or other models) and talks about the different people in them and the generations they are grouped in. They infer what the organisation and symbols mean in terms of relationships (marriages, children, siblings…).

2- T tells them they are going to design their own family tree and helps them think of different patterns they could use to represent the three generations: tree, rivers, path, train, house and space rocket windows...

3- Ss create their own family tree following the pattern they like best. They first make a draft in their diaries and later they draw the pattern in their scrapbook.

4- In pairs they explain their family trees to each other and talk about their families. They can use language support in Appendix_15.


	-Look children, what does this picture look like?

-It’s a tree.

-You’re right. This is my family tree. Do you know what a family tree is? Look at the leaves Helper, can you read what is inside this one?

-Jose.

-What’s that?

-It’s a  name !

-Yes, this is my dad’s name. And look at this, this my name. So what is a family tree?

-It’s a tree with the names of your family!

-Right! And look, I’ve drawn three groups of people that are called generations. The first generation is on top and they are my grandparents. The second generation is in the middle and who d’you think they are?

-Your parents! 

-Yes, and also their brothers and sisters who are…Who knows? 

-Your uncles and aunts!

-Good guess! Well done! And at the bottom we can see the third generation. This is me. So when we draw a family tree at the beginning or on top of it we put the oldest people in the family. Right? Look at these lines, what do they mean?

-That your grandparents had 3 children.

-Now you are going to draw your own family tree. Which picture or pattern we could use instead of a tree?

-A path, river,  maze, waterfall, train, rocket ...

-I like the waterfall and my relatives are going to be drops!

-My family is very big.

-I don’t have any cousins.

-My aunt lives in Getaria, Catalonia, America...

	1- T shows his/her scrapbook, pages 3&4 and reads to them about the chosen family members. S/he tells them some information she picked out: secret facts/likes, nicknames, funny pictures, sign of zodiac, timetables, relatives, thumbprints, places they’ve visited, historical facts that happened when they were born/ a child....

2- T tells the children they have to write about one or two family members and that they need the questionnaire they took home some days before. They can also write short poems about them .

3- T can work with Ss on the technique to write haiku (traditional Japanese short poem. Appendix_17A)

4- Ss select & include info from the questionnaire together with photos. They can write the information as captions for the pictures. Ss will be given language patterns to compose their sentences (Appendix_17B).

5- T helps Ss with language.


	-Well, children. We’ve been writing about ourselves. We’ve done our family tree. And now we have to choose someone in our family to talk about them. I’ve chosen my dad and my youngest son. Helper, please, can you help me? You will tell them what I wrote about, OK?

-Look at my scrapbook again. I’ve wrote a poem about my son. Is it long or short? This is a Japanese short poem called haiku. Let’s read mine and then we will try to write one about someone in this class.

-Now, let see if you can write three short lines about your relatives.
