Activity 19: Planning
The aim of this activity is to talk about everyday objects used by grandparents, parents and Ss and write down the  planning of PART  III.  This section of the unit is designed to help Ss develop relationships with older people. Ss will become more aware of and show empathy towards people who are a generation older than themselves.

Step 1- T will place some pictures of everyday objects (Bicycle/Mountain bike; Discman/Record Player; Milk with cocoa and biscuits/Orange juice and cereals; Telephone with a cord / Mobile phone; …/…) on the blackboard and ask Ss what they are and what they are used for. Ss, in groups, will then sort them out in two sets: things that were used when their “grandmas” were children, things that are used nowadays. Finally, Ss will write down in his or her notebook the names that correspond to each section.

T: Now boys & girls, what ultra-cool high-tech gadgets do we use to listen to music at home?

Ss: Radios, CD players, Walkmans, Discmans, MP3 player

T: Have you ever wondered how people used to play music before the invention of the compact disc? 

T: When your parents were young, what do you think they used to listen to music? Look at this picture. What’s this? 

Ss: A record player. 

T: Do you have one at home? Nowadays, they don’t sell record players because records are not sold at music stores. Instead, they sell compact discs because the sound quality is better.

T: What do you have for breakfast? What do we use for washing clothes?…

Ss: ……
T: I want you to sort out these pictures:  things that were used by your grandparents when they were young and things that you use at present.

Step 2- Ss will play pelmanism to practise vocabulary.
T: Right children, now we’re going to play Pelmanism. As you all know it’s a game of concentration. It’s a memory card game in which a pack of cards is spread out face down and players try to select matching pairs by remembering their positions from previous attempts.

Step 3- T presents the plan for Unit 2-PART III. H (or T) writes down PART III plan in the Classroom Diary. Ss copy the plan in their diaries.

T: Let’s see what things we are going to do in Part III.
PART III planning

We are going to:

-sing a song

-ask questions to people in our family

-translate their answers into English

-write a report

-write lyrics in the Sing & Say Book

-present scrapbooks

- work in “corners”

-revise and evaluate what we have done

-check the activities

T: These are the activities that we are going to do in Part III. First we are going to… Second we are going to… And finally we are going to…

H: Boys and girls, copy the plan in your diaries, please!

Step 4- Ss will investigate about everyday life in the second half of the last century through a survey to relatives. 

Option A: T & Ss can design their own questionnaire.

T: Let’s carry out a survey among some members of our families in order to find out the differences between the kind of world  your parents and grandparents lived in when they were young and the one we have today. Now tell me what would you like to ask them.

S: Did you have a computer?

T: That’s a good one! Another one.

S: Did you have a colour TV?
Option B: T will hand out a questionnaire. They will check understanding and fill it in. T will then hand out questionnaires for the children to collect data at home and bring them back to the classroom later on. Ss will interview an older person: a grandparent or parent. The questionnaire has five sections so T will decide if Ss fill in one or the five. Different groups can also work on different sections.

T: Let’s carry out a survey among some members of our families in order to find out the differences between the kind of world your parents and grandparents lived in when they were young and the one we have today. H, hand out these papers, please! Boys and girls, just listen for a moment. As you can see the questionnaire is divided into 5 sections: Leisure And Free Time, At School, At Home, Food, Technology And Communication. Let’s read the first question.

T: H, hand out these questionnaires, please! They have to be answered by two members of your family. One member could be your mum or dad and the other your grandad or grandma. I know! Your parents & grandparents don’t speak English. No worries! This is what we’ll do! You can ask them in Basque and write down the answers in Basque as well.

Activity 20: Song, ‘My Grandfather’s Clock’
Ss will sing the song ‘My Grandfather’s Clock’ . Ss will first listen to the song and try to recognize any word. H will write them down while Ss dictate them. T will explain more key words (if necessary) to help understanding and they will then read together the song. T and Ss will stand up in a circle. T will encourage Ss to propose movements for each verse miming key words.

Ss will then sing the song and follow the lyrics.

New Vocabulary: Grandfather / clock / shelf / ninety / years / floor / taller / old / man / weighed / pennyweight / more / bought / morn / day / born / treasure / it stopped / never / go / again / died.

T: I want you to put on your listening ears because we are going to listen to the song. I want you to try to pick up words from the song. Let’s see if you are successful, if you’re good at listening. Is everybody ready?

Did you like it? Now let’s see how many words did you pick up? Any volunteers?

Does anybody know the meaning of “pennyweight”? Well it’s a unit of  weight and it is equal to approximately 1.555 grams. 

And the word treasure? A collection of precious metals, gems, or other valuable objects. The pirates hid their treasure on a small island. You’ve all seen Pirates of the Caribbean: The Curse of the Black Pearl, haven’t you?
And the word morn?

S: Morning!

T: Good!  Now that we have sorted out these difficult words, we are going to read it very carefully.

I want you all to form a circle. So, H, ask them to get in a circle. Keep your eyes and ears wide open, please. What could we do during the first part of the song, do you have any ideas? 

We are going to copy the movements while we sing the song. Now H, give the start, please!

H: Ready, steady, go!

Alternative song: any other song from the ones suggested in the introduction to the unit may be used instead of ‘My Grandfather’s Clock ’. It would be advisable to choose a song that was popular during parents’/grandparents’ childhood. 
Activity 21: Survey ‘Life when parents / grandparents were young’.

Ss will translate and organise comparable information from their parents & grandparents’ data about everyday life before and now.

Step 1- Ss will work individually in a small group setting (in order to obtain peers’ assistance as a first resort). They will read the information they have in Basque or Spanish and try to translate it with the aid of the teacher, dictionaries and/or glossaries. Remember that T will decide how many sections Ss will work on. Different groups can also work on different sections.

T: Children! Eyes on me! Kepa! Don’t swing on your chair, that’s how accidents happen. If you don’t sit properly, you’ll have to stand for a while. Now, I want you to take out the questionnaires you completed the other day and the ones your parents & grandparents filled in. Let’s see what we have here. H, tell me the five main blocks of the questionnaire.

H: Free time, school, home, food and technology and communication.

T: Fantastic! Let’s write them on the blackboard. H are you ready? Bego spell the first one please!

B: …

T: Today we are going to do a bit of research. Now pick up your personal questionnaires. Let’s read the first question in the Free Time section: Do you go out on holidays? Look at your answers. Mine says yes. So under Free Time I’m gonna write Yes/ I go out on holidays. Get the idea? Now if we go to our parents/ grandparents´ questionnaire we have the following question: Did you go out on holidays? On my paper they have answered Ez. In English it means..?

S: No

T: Very Good! So over here H is gonna write what?

S: No/ S/he didn’t go out on holidays.

T: Good! Now let’s go on. H would you mind reading the next question.

H: What do you do in your free time?

T: Good reading! On my paper it says “play soccer”. So what do we do now? Write it here. I play soccer. Now if we go to our parents/grandparents´ questionnaire we have the following question: What did you do in your free time? On my paper they have answered: Aitxeri lagundu. In English it means…?

S: Help Dad!

T: Excellent! S/he helped dad. Now I want you to get in groups of four and start working on your answers. Remember that first you have the members of the group to help you. You also have dictionaries to help you. And finally if you can’t find what you need raise your hand to let me know that you need some help.
Activity 22: Writing a Report `Life when parents / grandparents were young’.
In this activity Ss will write a short text using information from their surveys.

Step 1- T will present the activity and ask Ss how they would say what their parents or grandparents did. Hypotheses and accurate expressions are written on b/b.

T: With all this information we have collected we are going to write a very short report. Look at all the information we have written down:

-My mum had biscuits for breakfast.

-My grandad had no television.

-My grandad played marbles and football.

-My mum studied French at school.

-My dad had one TV set at home.

-I have cereals and milk for breakfast.

-I have two TV sets at home.

-I have two TV sets at home.

-I play football.

-I study English at school.

Step 2- Ss will write their texts with the help of language pattern posters. After correction Ss will copy their texts in their scrapbooks. They will add a heading such as “Now and Then” or “Life when my grandparents and parents were kids”. They will decorate their page, add pictures, ….

T: Now with the help of these posters I’m going to start writing my report. For instance, My mother had biscuits for breakfast when she was a child. My grandfather played marbles and football and I play football too. My father studied French at school but I study English.

Activity 23: Sing & Say ‘There’s a Monkey Sitting in my Family Tree’.

Ss will write the lyrics of the song ‘There’s a Monkey Sitting in my Family Tree’ in their Sing & Say book.

Step 1- T tells Ss that they are going to write the song they have learnt.

T: Children, in order to write the lyrics of the song, what do we need? You’re right. First, we need scrap paper and a pencil. Then, we need our Sing & Say book. Now H, hand out these exercise books so that we can start writing.

H: How many in your group?
Ss: Four

H: Here you are.

Ss: Thank you.

Step 2- In pairs or small groups, Ss write on scrap paper the beginning of the song ‘There’s a Monkey Sitting in my Family Tree’  the way they think it is. Then, T writes the first line on the b/b. Ss check their written production. T and Ss follow the same procedure with the rest of the song. Once this has been done Ss copy the corrected version in their Sing & Say books.

Step 3- T and Ss say and write some words which contain “ou” letters for /
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/ phoneme; “y” for / /; “all” for /
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/ and “ei” for /i:/.

T: Pay attention children. Look at these words. Can you say them? For example this one. Nice try. And this one?. Listen to me. Now say them after me. See how we say these words. Now write them down.

-Touch, couple, young, cousin, double, country

-Gym, myth, lyric, crystal, typical, mystery, system

-Tall, all, hall, wall, call, small, fall
-Pull, push, put, full, bush, bullet, bull

-Receive, receipt, ceiling, conceive, deceive
Step 4- T and Ss learn and practise the following tongue-twister:

I thought of thinking of thanking you

T: Now children, I want you to listen very carefully. Are you ready? Now it’s your turn. Once again. Lovely! Now you have to say it very slowly. This time you’ll have to say it three times to your head but silently. Very good!

Activity 24: Comparing Data ‘Life when parents / grandparents were young’.
In this activity Ss will arrange data from their surveys using a bar graph.

Step 1- The class, in groups, will deal with one of the following topics:

Leisure and Free Time / At School / At home / Food / Technology and Communication

Each group will be given the sections of the questionnaires handed out in Activity 19, that belong to the topic they have chosen.  T will then present a bar chart and help Ss understand it.

T: Boys & Girls put on your listening ears. Today we are going to represent what our parents and grandparents did when they were children by means of a bar chart. Do you know what’s a bar chart? Well, it’s a diagram in which different quantities are represented by rectangles of varying height. Bar graphs can be used to show how something changes over time or to compare items. They have an x-axis (horizontal) and a y-axis (vertical).For instance, have a look at this visual display  ( appendix 24). It is a simple bar graph. Who can tell me what the question was?

S: How did our parents go to school?

T: Very good! That was the issue analysed here. Who can tell me how many people answered the question.

S: 80! 
T: Not too bad! Notice that in this graph each column is labelled. Each graph has two axes. The axes labels tell us what information is presented on each axis. One axis represents the quantity, the number of people: 10, 20, 30, 40, ….The other displays the type of data being graphed, in this case, on foot, by bus, by train and by car. These rectangular blocks are called bars. So if I ask you how many went on foot, what would you answer?

S: 80!

T: Very good! 80 people went on foot. How many went by bus?

S: 10! 

T: Excellent! This one is a bit more difficult. One thing we can see here is how difficult it can be to determine exact amounts from a bar graph. If this is ten, bear in mind that this is half of that. So how many went by bus?

S: 5!

T: Bingo! And how many went by train?

S: 5!

T: Fantastic! If we have 80 people here, 10 over here, 5 and 5, how many people answered the question?

S: 100!

T: Excellent! 100 people answered the question. If we begin by looking at the bars we notice that the scale  begins at zero, and goes to 80 and uses an interval of units of 10. This allows us to make comparisons between bar heights. So we can say that most of our parents went to school by…?

S: On foot!

T: Order from lowest to highest.

S: By train, by car, by bus and on foot.

T: Approximately how many more people went on foot than by bus?

S: …
T: This Bar chart creates a visual representation that helps you understand the relationship between ways of going to school and your parents when they were young.

Step 2- Ss, in groups, will prepare a bar chart that shows the data collected from the survey to parents and grandparents.

T: Now it’s your turn to represent some of the results of our survey about life    when your parents and grandparents were children. Label the vertical axis from the base to the top of graph as "Number of People" from 0 to ….

Label the horizontal axis from left to right "Food" (or “Leisure”, “Home”, etc.).

Use bars of equal width, each one for a particular item: e.g. cocoa, cereals biscuits…

Use equal spaces between each bars.
Step 3- Ss will add photocopies of the charts in their individual scrapbooks.

T: You’ve worked very hard, indeed. Give yourselves a big clap. Now you will glue these  charts in your scrapbook. Don’t forget the bar graph title.
Activity 25: Presentation of Scrapbook

Ss will present part of their scrapbook to peers.

Step 1- Ss will choose three sections/things from their scrapbook they want to individually present to other Ss. T will exemplify this step.

T: This is my family scrapbook. On page 1 you can see my photo. I was born on 5th May 1995. On page 3 you can see my grandmother. When my grandma was a child people used fountain pens. This is a poem about my brother. It says ….

Nowadays we use CD players.

Step 2- Ss in pairs will rehearse presentation.

Step 3- The whole class will sit in a circle. Ss in turns will present their scrapbooks to the rest of the class.

H: It’s presentation time. Oier, it’s your turn. Come to the front of the class please.

S: Good morning everybody/ boys & girls. This is my family scrapbook. (……). Thank you very much for listening.
Activity 26: Corners

Ss will work in corners. Follow the guidelines in the Primary document.

Note: suggested corners,

-Reading

-Computers

-Index Cards (family…)

-Games (Bingo, Pelmanism, Snap, Snakes & ladders, Happy Families- Longman Children’s Picture Dictionary Teacher’s resource Book, Pearson Education (games and other resources, p.30, 75, 76)

-Handicrafts(scrapbook, mobiles about family like family trees…)

-Pending Tasks (Diary, Sing & Say Book, family tree…)

-Worksheets corner (to revise concepts or vocabulary):  The Express Picture Dictionary, Express Publishing, Longman p.20-21 + Activity Book, p. 20-21. Longman Children’s Picture Dictionary, Pearson Education, chapter 9 + Teacher’s resource Book (games and other resources, p.30, 75, 76).

Activity 27: Evaluation

In this final activity T and Ss will revise the plan of Unit 2-PART  III  and in their diaries Ss will tick the activities done. It must be taken into account that the main aim of this task is for Ss to reflect on the activities they have practised so far and to make use of the language learnt during the assessed part. That is, T should encourage Ss to look in detail at the materials handled and used, recall the structures and vocabulary practised during the period and use them as a tool to communicate with their peers and T in the context of the unit. At this stage, and taking into account that they are already trained and familiar with the activity, T should try to move further on and start eliciting from Ss reasons for their evaluation.

Interaction sample:

T: What are we going to do today?

H: Check the planning and evaluate the activities.

T: Fine, so let’s go through the planning. Please, everybody find activity X in your diaries/folder. Do you remember? H, what was it about? What did we do? Which materials did we use? (to the group) What is your opinion about it? Why? What did we learn/What information did we obtain in this activity? How did we work? (pairs, groups, individually).

Along with H, T should record opinions and reasons on the b/b or preferably on paper (A3 or A1 if possible). The opinions may be given in their mother tongue, T should translate and write them down. These opinion-giving structures and vocabulary can become a bank of language for specific purposes or function-oriented. Not only that, but T should use this activity as a starting point to develop some other learning strategies like reasoning, reflecting on their own points of view, showing respect to peers’ opinions, reflecting on one’s work, etc.

T should repeat the same procedure with all the activities, posing some questions to H and some others to the group and encouraging participation.

When Ss are asked to write down their evaluation about the activities, T should encourage them to write not only the name of the activity and some type of “standard” “I liked …/I didn’t like …” expressions, but also further comments elicited from the evaluation activity itself. If they have a recorded personal evaluation, they can use it when doing the next evaluation session so it is a way of giving them more resources to broaden their use of language at different levels.

This activity offers good opportunities for both revision practice of “everyday classroom language” and language of the unit. In this particular case focus on:

-What did we learn about? We learnt about … .

-What new vocabulary (semantic fields) did we learn? Names of our relatives.

-What type of activities did we do?

-Did we talk about…?

-Did we write in our S&S Book?

-Did we sing a song/say a rhyme?

-Did we perform a story?

-Did we make a scrapbook?

-…

T asks Ss to write down their opinion about each activity (T writes down a range of opinions on the b/b).

-Excellent/Very nice/Nice/Not so nice/Bad

Ss write down the best activity for them and what they have learnt.

-Which has been the best activity for you?

-The one I liked best was…

-My favourite activity was…

Finally Ss write down something they have learnt in Part  III  and compare it with their group peers’ self-assessment.

-In this activity I learnt...

-Now I know...
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
