Activity 10: Planning
In this part Ss will be given a first approach to graph interpretation and types of climates. The aim of this activity is to warm up the Ss for the forthcoming activities, talk about climate and then write down the planning and the learning objectives of Part II.
Step 1- T will asks Ss what the weather is like; what it was like the day before; if it is the usual weather pattern at that time of the year. T will point to a country on a world map and ask what the weather is like in that area at that particular moment. The class will then share previous knowledge about climatic differences. T will explain that we all have some knowledge about different kinds of climates due to the fact that we have seen photos, films; we have travelled a lot; we know that countries near the poles are colder than countries along the equator because we have read about it or seen it on TV.

T: Right boys & girls! What is the weather like today?

S: It’s rainy.

T: Very good! And what was the weather like yesterday?

S: It was rainy!

T: Good! So anybody can tell us what season are we in?

S: Autumn!

T: Excellent! So what are the other names of the seasons in English?

S: Spring, Summer, Winter and Autumn.

T: Very good! Now my question is the following: is weather always the same in Autumn?

S: Sometimes.

T: You’re right! In Autumn, the temperature is colder than in Summer. The days are shorter. It rains. The first thing we can say is that seasons change during the year. Now we are in Autumn and soon we will be in ..?

S: Winter!

T: Very good! And in winter the days are very short. It is very cold -br, br, br- and it can also snow. Winter is the coldest season of the year. But, let’s look at this map. What about down here, in Argentina, what’s the weather like down here? Is it the same down here? Do we have the same type of weather here?

S: I don’t know.

T: Well, it’s absolutely the opposite. Down here and all around the southern hemisphere, it is spring. The days are longer and warmer and soon they will be in summer. The boys and girls will be finishing school and going to the beach. So, when it is autumn in the northern hemisphere it is spring in the southern hemisphere.

And up here, at the North Pole, what type of weather can we find here?

S: Very cold weather, lots of snow.

T: Very good! And over here in the Sahara desert?

S: Very hot. No rain and no water.

T: Excellent! So in this area we can say that it’s always very cold and over here we can say that it’s always hot and dry. No rain. This is what we call climate. The weather conditions over a period of time are always the same. So now we can say that the climate in this region is cold. This region has a Polar climate. At the Equator the climate is hot. This region has a tropical climate. Between the Poles and the Equator is the temperate zone because it is either warm or cool depending on the time of the day. Each type of climate zone has its own weather, landscape and living things. For example, desert areas have a dry climate where no plants grow. A region’s climate will depend on how far it is from the equator and how close it is to the sea. In the mountains and by the sea, the climate is cold. Away from the coasts it is often hotter and drier by day, but colder at night.

Step 2- Ss will read a text about the concepts of weather and climate. They will underline words they don’t understand. Peer helping can also take place by asking their partners for the meaning of the new words, or looking them up in a dictionary.

Once meaning of the new words are understood the text will be read in the big group.

T: Now children, listen carefully, H is going to hand out a text with information about weather and climate.

H: Group leaders, come to the front of the class, please. How many do you want?

T: Has everybody got one? Right! You are going to read the text very quickly and underline the words you don’t understand. Once you’ve done that, you are then going to help each other with the new words. On the shelves over there, you have the dictionaries in case you need them. I don’t want to hear any of you shouting my name when asking for help.

· You can raise your hand if you want me to help you.

· You can write your name on the Help list if you need my help but you will have to wait until I have finished helping a group.

T: Right! Who knows what does       mean/the meaning of      ?

Let’s read this text carefully.
Step 3- Ss will complete a gap-filling activity about the concepts of weather and climate. Ss will then to try to guess the activities that they will have to carry out. 
T: Right boys & girls, Now, read the sentences below and fill in the gaps with the words ‘weather’ or ‘climate’.

H: Time’s up. Let’s correct the exercise. Kepa, read number 1, please.

(…): …

H: How many correct?

S: 5 out of 5.

T: Very good! What do you think this part of the unit will be about? What do you think we will do in this part of the unit?

Step 4- T will present the plan for Unit 1-PART II. H (or T) will write down PART II plan in the Classroom Diary. Ss will copy the plan in their diaries.

T: Let’s see what things we are going to do in Part II.
We are going to:

-sing a song, do activities and learn its lyrics.

-interpret and make climographs.

-learn about the climate in our region and in other parts of the world.

-listen to a recording and get information from it.

-work in “corners”.

-revise and evaluate what we did in the unit.

T: These are the activities that we are going to do in Part II. First we are going to… Second we are going to… And finally we are going to…

H: Boys and girls, copy the plan in your diaries, please!

T: Now boys & girls, listen carefully. We have just written down the things that we are going to do, but what about the things that we are going to learn during the following weeks?

Well, you have to have a very clear idea of what you’re going to learn. So in order to find it out, I’m going to write/hang on the b/b our learning objectives, which are:

Our learning objectives

We are going to:

-learn vocabulary and expressions about climate.

-understand and make climographs.

-read and write about climate in different places.

-learn about English adjectives (comparatives and superlatives).

Now children, please copy them in your diaries

Activity 11: Song, ‘Under the Weather’ or ‘Rain, Rain, Beautiful Rain’
Ss will sing the song ‘Under the weather’ or ‘Rain, Rain, Beautiful Rain.
Step 1- Ss will first do a listening activity, filling in the gaps and will then sing the song.

T: H, would you please hand out these sheets of paper.

H: Group leaders come to the front of the class/over here please. How many do you want?

T: Right boys & girls! Ainhoa, why are you at someone else’s table? These are the lyrics of the song but as you can see some words are missing, so, we´ll have to listen very carefully in order to pick up the words. First of all we are going to read the song. Any volunteer? Can you recognise any word? What do you think the song is about?

S: I think it’s about the weather.

T: Very good! Let’s read the first verse again. Here is our first gap. Any suggestions? Let’s see if you can tell me words that rhyme with… . Now listen real closely to the song. Did you jot down any words? Peter how many?… Very good! Let’s check!

Asier! read the first sentence. Repeat the word again, please! Can you spell it, please? Do you all know what it means? Ok! Olatz go on. …

T: Very good! Now check your answers in pairs please. Right! What’s this?

Step 1- Ss will listen to the song and say the words they recognize. H will write them down on b/b. Ss will then try to guess what the song is about.

T: Children, eyes on me now! Aritz! stop that nonsense, will you? Much better. I want you to listen carefully and see if you can pick up any word that sounds familiar to you. Remember, open your ears and don’t make any noise.

H: Etxahun, any new words?

(…): …

T: What do you think the song is about?

S: I think it’s about … .

Step 2- Listening activities.

Option A:

H will hand out the lyrics of ‘Under the Weather’. Ss will listen and choose the correct word.

Option B:

H will hand out the lyrics of ‘Rain, Rain, Beautiful Rain’ with the lines mixed up. Ss will listen to the song and place them in the right order.

Ss will then  check with peers and T.

T: Let’s check!
Step 3- Ss will glue the lyrics in their diaries or ‘My Songs’ booklets and then draw a picture representing one of stanzas of the song. T will mingle along the groups, working along-side them.

T: Stick the lyrics in the right order into your diaries/songbooks and after that, you are going to draw a picture representing one of the stanzas.

Step 4- T and Ss will listen to the song again and sing along.

T: Now we are going to sing the song.

Activity 12: Graphs ‘What is the climate like in my region?’
In this activity Ss will Ss interpret and produce climographs.

Step 1- T will explain what a climograph is and how to read it.
T: Right! Boys & girls. Can anybody tell us the months of the year?

S: January, February, …

T: Excellent! Now, look at this container/bottle/recipient… It can hold one litre of water. How many litres of rainwater do you think we can collect in October/August… in a square metre, that is, something like this square on the b/b?

If we divide the number of litres we collect in a month by the number of days of that month, we obtain the average amount of rainfall and it helps us know if that month is rainy or dry. For example, imagine that it rained 60 litres in September. If we divide 60 by the number of days in September, the result is 2 litres. With this information we can say that September was a rainy month. Every place on Earth has weather. However, different places on Earth have different types of "typical" weather. Some places are dry, some are wet, some are hot, some are cold, and some are a little of everything! The other day we said that the typical type of weather that occurs during a year in an area is called Climate. In other words we could say that Climate is the average weather conditions over a long period of time based on measurements of precipitation and temperature. And Weather, on the other hand as you already know, would be the day-to-day temperature and precipitation conditions in a particular place for a short period of time.
Now, boys and girls, listen carefully with both ears. A quick way to get an idea of the climate of a place is to look at a climate-graph, or climograph. Do you know what a climograph is and what we use it for?

S: No.

T: Well, it’s a graph (a graphic representation) that shows us the precipitation and temperature for an area over the course of a period of time. It could be a month or a year.
One of the best and easiest ways to describe the climate of a region is to use a climograph, because it represents two of the most important elements of climate: precipitation and temperature. Many characteristics of a location can be drawn by reading the climograph, and the average weather from one community to another can also be compared.
Step 2- T will help Ss read the climograph of one of the Basque capital cities.

T: Boys & girls, H is going to give you a climograph for Gasteiz. I am going to help you learn to read the climograph. Unai, I’m really cross, you should be listening!

Here, if we look at this chart (spreadsheet), …

What is a Spreadsheet?
· a rectangular array of boxes in rows and columns

· individual boxes in the array are known as cells

· labels, numbers, dates are inserted into cells

… what can we read?

The place where the temperature and precipitation were measured. Gasteiz (Foronda airport).

Do you know where Gasteiz is? Next we have a Period of time: 1971-2000. This means that all this information was gathered between 1971 and the year 2000.

Next we have the months of the year: Jan stands for January, Feb stands for February, … .

What letter is this? T stands for Temperature. Next to Temperature, we have some numbers like: 4.7, 5.9, … .

How do we read these numbers? Well the first one would be 4 point 7.

John, have a go with the next one. Don’t forget that this tiny circle means degrees and the C stands for Celsius. So this number would be read like this: 4.7º Celsius, (4 point 7 degrees Celcius).

Bego, have a go with the next one.

These numbers tell us that in Gasteiz, from 1971 to the year 2000 in the month of January the average temperature was 4.7º Celsius. But how did they obtain this figure. Well. first of all, they started measuring the temperature in January 1971. So during every single day of the month they measured the temperature. How many days have we got in January?

S: 31 days.

T: What they did then was add up all the temperatures and then divide it by 31 days. The figure obtained is the average temperature for the month of January, 1971.

Then, they did the same in January, 1972. The same in January, 1973 and so on until we reach January 2000.

What they then did next was add up all the average temperatures obtained from January 1971 to January 2000 and then divide it by 29 years. That’s how we obtain the figure of 4.7º Celsius.

Then they did the same with February, then with March and so forth and so forth.

What does the letter R stand for?

S: Rain.

T: Very Good! And the double m stands for millimetres. We can see that in January it rained 76mm, in February how much did it rain?

S: 65mm.

T: Very good! Once again, these figures show us the average rainfall from 1971 to  2000. Any questions about the chart. Right then.

Below, we have a Climograph for Gasteiz. To help you learn to read a climograph, pay close attention, please. We are going to describe the different parts of the graph.

On the right-hand side we have a scale used to indicate millimetres of precipitation, (rain).The R stands for Rain.

On the left-hand we have the temperature scale in degrees Celsius.

The months of the year (the letters J, F, M, etc., stand for January, February, March, etc.) are located along the bottom.

Next, we have a bar graph in blue, showing the average precipitation for each month from 1971 to 2000. In this example, the average total precipitation is 76mm in January and nearly 89mm in November. The average monthly precipitation is charted by a vertical bar in the respective month's column corresponding in length to the amount of precipitation as measured along the right-hand scale.
Finally, a line graph in red, showing monthly temperature from 1971 to 2000. In this example, the lowest temperature is about 4.7ºC in January and the highest is 19.1 in August. Average monthly temperatures are plotted by placing a dot in the centre of the respective column of each month; the dots are then connected to form a line graph.

Step 3- Ss in pairs will check their understanding of climographs by completing a set of sentences. Ss will then check the answers.

T: Now boys and girls can anybody tell us the average temperature in September?

S: 16.6ºC
T: Very Good!

T: Right children! H’s gonna give ye a sheet of paper with missing gaps. You will have to complete the missing information by reading the climograph. Let’s do the first one. Here it says that … .

Step 5- Ss will use the spreadsheet with information of their capital city to construct a climograph.

T: Children, sit up straight please. Fingers on lips. I don’t want any playground noises in the classroom. What we’re gonna do is this: we have learnt how to read a climograph. So now we are going to construct a climograph for Bilbo, using the information here in this chart.

First of all, H hand out these paper please.

H: Group leaders come over here, please. How many do you want?

T: Now, have a look at the first one. “Doncha undastand me Igor?” Don’t worry, I’ll explain it again.

Be careful with the temperature scales.

Egoitz, put that away and stop being silly. You’re far too noisy today, behave yourselves. Jone what on earth is that? It’s a scribble.

Nerea, are you stuck?

Well done, Bego.

Step 6- Ss will compare graphs.

T: Right! If you have finished I want you to show each other what you have done and see if you find any mistakes. Amaia, I see that you have finished, why don’t you lend Kepa a hand. Yes, help Kepa.

A: Can I help you?

K: Yes please.

S: Show me your Climograph, please. I think it’s very good.

S: Thank you very much. Show me yours please.

T: You’ve worked very hard, indeed.

Activity 13: Writing: ‘What is the climate like in my region?’
In this activity Ss will make a poster displaying facts about their town: location, weather, climate, types of houses and landscape.

Step 1- T will explain the types of climates in the world.

T: Boys and girls, eyes on me now. We have already seen that different parts of the world have different climates. In some places it rains very little and day temperatures are very high. They have a dry, desert climate. What do you think summers are like in Alaska/Egypt/Brazil?

Did you know that in 1900 a very famous Russian-German climatologist named Wladimir Köppen classified the different types of climates into five big groups:Tropical, dry, temperate, continental and cold climates? By the way, do you know what a climatologist is? Well, a climotioligist is someone who studies climates.

A-  Moist Tropical Climates are known for their high temperatures year round and for their large amount of year round rain.

B-  Dry Climates are characterized by little rain and a huge daily temperature range. Two subgroups, S -semiarid or steppe, and W -arid or desert, are used with the B climates.

C-  In Humid Middle Latitude or Temperate Climates land/water differences play a large part. These climates have warm, dry summers and cool, wet winters.

D-  Continental Climates can be found in the interior regions of large land masses. Total precipitation is not very high and seasonal temperatures vary widely.

E-  Cold Climates describe this climate type perfectly. These climates are part of areas where permanent ice and tundra are always present. Only about four months of the year have above freezing temperatures.
So, if we have a look at this map, this area over here would have a tropical climate…

Step 2- Ss in small groups will be given a handout and a climograph to each group. Ss will observe and interpret the climograph and match the place with the type of climate. T asks Ss will check the answers.

T: Now, boys and girls, you are going to work in groups of four/five. So, H?

H: Get into fours please.

T: H’s going to give each group a handout with the main characteristics of the five types of climates and a climograph. In the group you will have to decide after reading the information in the handout and analysing the climograph where to place it. So read carefully. Any words you don’t understand look them up in the dictionary or raise your hand if you can’t find them.

Raise your hand when you have finished and prepare what you have to say to the rest of the class. Look at that poster with the expressions you will need to use.

We think that       has a       climate because it has a high/low temperature and it rains/doesn’t rain a lot. We have placed it here.

Any questions?

S: I don’t understand.

T: Alright then. Let’s see, H choose a climograph. Now let’s see what it tells us.

Now what do we do next? We read the information we have here and according to this and that information we decide where to place it. Once you’ve done that you will have to explain the rest where you have placed it by using those sentences. Do you understand now?

T: Let’s see what you have done.

H: Time’s up. Group number one, come to the front of the class and show us please.

G1: We think       has a       climate because it has a high/low temperature and it rains/doesn’t rain a lot. We have placed it here.

T: Do you all agree? H!

H: Next group, please.

T: Excellent work! 
Step 3- T and Ss will discuss the type of climate we have in our region. Ss will be given a handout where they will stick the climograph they have previously worked with. Ss must also complete the missing information required (date, weather, type of climate, …) and make a small poster.

T: Right. Boys and girls put on your listening ears. What type of climate do we have here? Look at the handout and have a guess.
S: Temperate climate.

T: Very good! Why?

S: Because we have warm and dry summers and cool and wet winters.

T: Exactly. Very Good! Now could any of you tell us where would you place Gasteiz? Have a look at the climograph.

T: Now we are going to make a poster displaying facts about our town. We have to find information about its location, the weather, the type of climate, the type of house we have here, if we live in an igloo or in a bamboo hut, or in flats and if they are tall and finally about the landscape. If there are rivers, mountains, if we live near the sea, if it’s grassy. Lots of grass or lots of rocks, etc. What birds/animals live in our area. H is going to give you a handout.

H: Group leaders, come to front of the class. How many do you want?

T: Over here, you will have to stick this climograph and then find information in order to fill it in. But first of all, lets start reading.

… .

Now children, on these bits of paper you will write the words and expressions that you don’t know how to say in English. The group leaders will give them to me and once we have a pile we will stop and work on these for a moment.

When you have finished you will show it to the rest of the class.

S: Good morning everybody. This is my presentation about Gernika.
Activity 14: Language Awareness: ‘Comparatives & superlatives’
This activity will encourage Ss to explore how language works. Ss will reflect on the language used throughout the unit.

-Vocabulary: weather, climate, temperature, rainfall, north, south, east, west, hot, cold, cool, warm.
T: Can you tell me words you have learnt in this unit? Rain, wind, fog…

Have a look at your handout and do the first exercise. Tick on the words I will tell you. These are the words you have to learn.

Now, match the words with their symbol or definition.

Now, practise them with a partner by dictating one word (or sentence) at a time to each other.

-Pronunciation: weather, climate, temperature, rain, house & houses
T:  Listen and repeat after the CD. Now, let’s pronounce this word individually, but changing the tone. Let’s see. Ane, you are angry. Repeat the word in an angry way.

-Tongue twister: ‘The rain in Spain stays mainly in the plain’

T: Now children, I’ve got a horrible tongue twister here. I want you to listen very carefully. Are you ready?

Now it’s your turn. Once again. Lovely!

Now you have to say it very slowly.

This time you’ll have to say it three times to your head but silently. Very good!

Right! How are we going to do this? Right! 1,2,3,4. You´re a group here. So, practice that. Horrible isn’t it. Let’s hear again. Again. Good! Well done! Very Good!

What I’ll do is I’ll split the group into two. Because you’re going to listen to each other now.

Good! Ok! Can we listen to this group first? Good!

This time I want you to over exaggerate every word. Good! Let’s hear this group. Lovely! Very good! Excellent! Good! Well done! How about a little faster? Brilliant! Well done!

It’s quite funny because you see the mouth working, don’t you? But if you ever sit up on a stage or you’re having to talk to a large group of people you need to move your mouth that much because it’s then much easier to understand.

You’re all marvellous! Ok!

-Grammar.

T: Look at the temperatures. August was the hottest month in Bilbao. And which was the coldest month?

In July we had 25ºC and 20ºC in June. So July was hotter than June and June was colder than July. So we have hot, hotter than and the hottest. Cold, colder than and the coldest.

Activity 15: Research ‘Climates around the world’
In this activity Ss will search for information and produce fact files about climate in different regions of the world.

Step 1- Ss will do a listening activity matching the names of places from Activity 13 with continents and climates. They check answers.

T: Children, do you remember the activity we did the other day about different climates in different places all over the world? Let’s revise the places.

S: Alice Spring, in Australia.

T: Good on ye!

S: … .

T: The next thing we are going to do is check them out very quickly by listening to a recording and matching the places with their climates and with the continents they are in.

S: … .

T: Let’s check.

Step 2- Ss in twos or in threes will make a poster displaying facts about one of these places: location, weather, climate, types of houses and landscape. Ss will include the climograph provided by T, date and today’s weather from newspapers, internet, location by placing it on a blank world map and writing about it, describing the type of climate, typical houses, landscape, flora, fauna… and one or two pictures. They could either be cut-outs, taken from the internet, drawings, etc.

T: Today we are going to do something similar to what we did the other day. Do you remember the poster about your home town? Well, today it’s going to be about these different places we’ve been working with. In twos or in threes, you will be given a place/you will pick the place from the box and you will make a poster displaying facts about the location. The facts will be based on….

Take care with the design.

Step 3- T will gather all fact files in a book of weather and climate for the class library.

T: I see some excellent work. You’ve worked very hard, indeed!

Congratulations! After your presentations, H is going to pick up all the posters and we’ll bind them into a book for our class library.

Activity 16: Presentation ‘Climates around the world’
In this activity Ss will share with the rest of the class what they have learned.

Step 1- Ss will be given some time to prepare the presentation (greeting, introduction, main points in order of importance, conclusions…). Ss will then practice at their tables.

T: Right children, today you are going to deliver your presentation. Don´t forget that it has to be clear and engaging. We all know that performing in front of a group can frighten some of you. You might start mumbling, stuttering, sweating, be tongue tied. The key to success is to think positively and to breathe in. Slow your speech down, it helps you feel in control.
Remember to introduce yourself and your group at the beginning of the presentation.

Be aware of your habits, hands in pockets, sniffing or shuffling will distract the audience. Do not chat to other members of the group during the presentation.

Practise your presentation, feel confident about looking at the audience. Do not talk to the screen or the white board, or turn your back on the audience. Sound and look interested in what you are saying and most of all enjoy your presentation.

The audience must listen carefully and take notes of what you are saying. You will write the date of the presentation, who were the speakers, the place you are talking about, the climate and other relevant information.

Step 2- Ss will deliver their presentations in front of the class. The audience will listen and fill in a chart with information from the presentations.

H: Group number 1, come to the front of the class, please.

Step 3- T will take notes in order to assess Ss while they present their work.

Activity 17: Corners
Follow the guidelines in the Primary document.

Ss will work in corners.

T: Right children. Today we´re going to have corners. So, I want each one of you to choose one. Helper, would you please continue?

H: OK! Who is going to choose the index card corner? Raise your hands please.

One, two,……, five, thank you.

…

T: You´ve got three minutes to finish what you´re doing/In three minutes I´ll order you all to stop.

H: Time´s up. Would you please stop what you´re doing? Thank you.

T: Now, let’s see what you´ve been doing in those corners.

H: Reading Corner. It´s your turn.

S: Well, I’ve read a book. It was about        . I think it was        .

H: Game Corner. It´s your turn.

S: I have played noughts and crosses. It was a very interesting game. I played 6 times and I won three out of six.

Activity 18: Evaluation

In this final activity T and Ss will revise the plan of Unit 1, PART  II  and in their diaries Ss will tick the activities done. It must be taken into account that the main aim of this task is for Ss to reflect on the activities they have practised so far and to make use of the language learnt during the assessed part. That is, T should encourage Ss to look in detail at the materials handled and used, recall the structures and vocabulary practised during the period and use them as a tool to communicate with their peers and T in the context of the unit. At this stage, and taking into account that they are already trained and familiar with the activity, T should try to move further on and start eliciting from Ss reasons for their evaluation.

Interaction sample:

T: What are we going to do today?

H: Check the planning and evaluate the activities.
T: Fine, so let’s go through the planning. Please, everybody find activity X in your diaries/folder. Do you remember? H, what was it about? What did we do? Which materials did we use? (to the group) What is your opinion about it? Why? What did we learn/What information did we obtain in this activity? How did we work? (pairs, groups, individually).

Along with H, T should record opinions and reasons on the b/b or preferably on paper (A3 or A1 if possible). The opinions may be given in their mother tongue, T should translate and write them down. These opinion-giving structures and vocabulary can become a bank of language for specific purposes or function-oriented. Not only that, but T should use this activity as a starting point to develop some other learning strategies like reasoning, reflecting on their own points of view, showing respect to peers’ opinions, reflecting on one’s work, etc.

T should repeat the same procedure with all the activities, posing some questions to H and some others to the group and encouraging participation.

When Ss are asked to write down their evaluation about the activities, T should encourage them to write not only the name of the activity and some type of “standard” “I liked …/I didn’t like …” expressions, but also further comments elicited from the evaluation activity itself. If they have a recorded personal evaluation, they can use it when doing the next evaluation session so it is a way of giving them more resources to broaden their use of language at different levels.

This activity offers good opportunities for both revision practice of “everyday classroom language” and language of the unit. In this particular case focus on:

-What did we learn about? We learnt about … .

-What did we do with that information? It’s on the chart, over there.

-What new vocabulary (semantic fields) did we learn?  

-What type of activities did we do? 

-Did we talk about…?

-Did we write in our Song Book?

-Did we sing a song/say a rhyme?

-Did we perform a story?

-…

T asks Ss to write down their opinion about each activity (T writes down a range of opinions on the b/b).

-Excellent/Very nice/Nice/Not so nice/Bad

Ss write down the best activity for them and what they have learnt.

-Which has been the best activity for you?

-The one I liked best was…

-My favourite activity was…

Finally Ss write down something they have learnt in Part II and compare it with their group peers’ self-assessment.

T: Ok boys & girls, we have finished Part II. Now, I want you all to open your diaries and revise the learning objectives we all wrote at the beginning of this part. H, would you please read them?

H: Nº 1 was to learn vocabulary and expressions about climate.
T: Ok, what new words did we learn. Can anyone tell us?
