	1- T asks Ss what the weather is like that day; what it was like the day before; if weather is always like that in autumn, etc.

2- Next, T points to a country on a world map and asks Ss what they think the weather is like in that country at that particular moment. The class shares previous knowledge about climatic differences.

3- T explains that we have some ideas about different kinds of climates: because we’ve seen photos, films… we have visited different places… we know countries near the poles are colder than countries along the equator.

4- Ss, individually, read a text about the concepts of weather and climate (Handout_10). They underline words they can’t understand. They may ask their partners for the meaning of those words, or look them up in a dictionary.

5- The text is read aloud in big group.

6- Individually, Ss complete a gap-filling activity about the concepts of weather and climate.

7- T asks Ss to try to guess the activities that this part of the unit will contain.

8- T presents the plan for Unit 1-PART II and the class checks what they guessed and what they did not..

9- H (or T) writes down PART II plan and learning objectives on an A3 sheet for the Classroom Diary.

10- Ss copy plan and objectives in their diaries.

	1- Ss listen to the song (track 01) and T asks them if they recognize any word. Ss say words. H writes them down on b/b. Ss try to guess what the song is about.

2- Option A (Handout_11A for ‘Under the Weather’):

-H hands out lyrics showing two options for some of the words. Ss listen to the song and cross out the inappropriate word.

Option B (Handout_11B for ‘Rain, Rain, Beautiful Rain’ by Ladysmith Black Mambazo; Words and Music by J. Shabalala.):

-H hands out lyrics with its verses mixed up. Ss listen to the song and place them in the right order.

-They check it with peers and T.

3- They stick the lyrics in their diaries or ‘My Songs’ booklets.

4- Ss draw a picture for one of the verses of the song. T walks around the classroom, observes pictures, interacts with Ss to help them in the activity and check grade of understanding.

5- T and Ss listen to the song again and sing along following the text with lyrics.
NOTE: ‘Under the Weather’ is included in Wordbird’s Word Land CD-ROM; it gives the possibility of being sung as karaoke.
	-First of all we have to listen to the song. Can you recognise any word?

-What do you think the song is about?

-Let’s read a version of mixed-up lyrics.

-Who can read the first line? What does it mean?

-Ok then. Now we are going to listen to the song again. This time you have to guess what the order of the verses is. Pay attention, please. Let’s check.

-Finally, you are going to draw a picture to one of the verses of the song and stick the lyrics in the right order into your diaries / songbooks.

	1- T explains that a climograph is a special type of graph which shows the precipitation and temperature for an area over the course of a period/a year. By studying climographs, we can compare average weather from one community to another and we can infer some characteristics of the climate in an area.

2- Ss are given a climograph corresponding to one of the Basque capital cities other from their own (Appendix_12), that is, Bilbo or Gasteiz to Gipuzkoa Ss, Donostia or Gasteiz to Bizkaia Ss and so on. T helps Ss interpret the graph by asking some questions.

3- Ss in pairs check understanding by completing a set of sentences (Handout_12).

4- The class checks their answers.

5- Next, Ss use the table with data in Handout_12 to build a climograph of their capital city.

6- Ss compare graphs and check their accuracy.

NOTE: Ss keep their graphs to include them in the next activity.
	-Can you remember the names of the months in English? We can revise them by telling them in turns. January… February… Look at this bottle/recipient… It can hold one litre of water. How many litres of rainwater do you think we can collect in October / August… in a square metre, that is, something like this square on the b/b? If we divide the number of litres we collect in a month by the number of days of that month we get the average amount of rainfall and it helps us know if that month is rainy or dry.

-Now we are going to see some climographs: graphs that represent average rainfall and temperatures in a place.

-Look at this graph. What do you think it is about? Temperature / rainfall / precipitation / weather…  What place are we learning about? Donostia / Bilbao / Gasteiz… What does it represent? litres of rainwater / temperature degrees in a month… What was the average temperature / precipitation in May / July /…?

-Let’s see what you have written. What is the rainiest month? Was July colder than September?

	1- T explains that there are many types of climates in the world and different types of classifying systems. (Appendix_13).

2- Ss in small groups are given Handout_13A. T hands out a climograph (Appendix_13A), to each group. Ss observe and interpret the climograph and match the place with the type of climate.

3- T asks Ss and the class check their answers.

4- T and Ss discuss the type of climate we have in our region.

5- Ss are given Handout_13B. They stick the climograph from Handout 12 (the remaining information will be glued in the diary). Ss must also complete the missing information (date, weather, type of climate, …; see Appendix_13B) and make a small poster. Representatives from the small groups write the expressions they are not able to write in English on a piece of paper.

6- H collects all the pieces of paper. T writes them on b/b one by one while asking Ss for hypotheses or giving answers when necessary.

7- Ss finish their posters. T checks them.
	-Different parts of the world have different climates. There are many kinds of climates. In some places it rains very little and day temperatures are very high. They have a dry, desert climate. What do you think summers are like in Alaska/Egypt/Brazil?

-In 1900 the Russian-German climatologist Wladimir Köppen introduced a classification based on five big groups. Many classification systems are based on that.

-Now, you are going to work in groups of four/five. I’m going to give you a handout with the main characteristics of five types of climates. Then I’ll give you a climograph and you have to write the name of the place it corresponds to in the correct box.

-Where would you place Donostia/Gasteiz/Bilbo?

-Now we are going to make a fact file with the weather, climate, geographical location…  of the place we live in. Help each other and name a rep for your group.

-Write in Basque or Spanish the words and sentences you don’t know.

-Let’s read this one… etxeetako teilatuak… does anybody know how to say…?

	The following proposals are meant to reflect on some language items required when carrying out some of the activities in the sequence. They can be used along Part II, interspersed among the other activities in order to reinforce a particular language field or point.

1- Basic vocabulary: weather, climate, temperature, rainfall, north, south, east, west, hot, cold, cool, warm. Ss listen to the words on the audio CD (track 15) twice, repeat them afterwards and number them in their handout. Then they match the words with their corresponding definitions or symbols (Handout_14A). Ss practise pronunciation and spelling in pairs.
2- Basic structures: The hottest month is August; Summers/houses are…; there are (things related to landscape)… Ss worked on these structures through act 13. Later on, and as reinforcement before using them in act 15, they tick on the sentence that corresponds to each picture (Handout_14B). Ss can copy them in their diaries and practise pronunciation and spelling in pairs.
3- Pronunciation. Focus on weather, climate, temperature, rain, house & houses.... Ss listen to the CD and tick on the box corresponding to the right word. After checking their answers, the class listens to a word and repeats it in group and individually. Finally, they work on the pronunciation of a famous sentence from My Fair Lady film.

Activities: “What did we hear?” (Handout_14C; track 16), “Listen and repeat” (track 17), “Tongue twister: The rain in Spain stays mainly in the plain” (track 18)
4- Grammar: focus on comparatives and superlatives. This should be linked to Act 12 (step 2) where T asks questions comparing different months when talking about temperature and rainfall. Ss will use this structure again in Act 13 and Act 15 (fact files). T asks Ss to name adjectives in English and writes them down on the b/b. If not said, T elicits the adjectives seen in the unit (hot, coldest, rainy, drier…) and asks Ss about meaning. T writes the different forms of the given adjectives. Finally, Ss do activity in Handout_14D, filling in the table.

-Listen and repeat after the CD. Now, let’s pronounce this word individually, but changing the tone. Let’s see… Ane, you are angry. Repeat the word in an angry way.

-Look at the temperatures. August was the hottest month in Bilbo. We had 30ºC.  And which was the coldest month?...

-In July we had 25ºC and 20 in June. So July was hotter than June and June was colder than July.

-Do you know what an adjective is? Can you tell me adjectives in Basque? And in Spanish? Any other language? Let’s go back to English!. Tell me adjectives in English, please. Big, small… OK. Any adjectives we have used in this unit? Hot, coldest, drier… Nice. What about “colder”? 10ºC is cold, but 0ºC is colder.

	1- Ss listen to a recording (track 19) and match the names of places they worked on in Activity 13, continents and climates (Handout_15). They check answers.

2- Ss in pairs or threes are assigned one of those places and are told to find information about it  following the model provided when writing about the Basque Country. This time they are allowed to decide on the format (colour of paper, decoration, etc.) but it must be clear that they should include data about the following things:

-Climograph provided by T (from Handout_13).

-Date and Today’s Weather (newspapers, Internet…).

-Location (marking it on a blank world map and writing about it).

-Type of climate (info from Handout_15).

-Descriptions of typical houses, landscape, flora, fauna… (Appendix_15). T decides what items Ss should include.

-One or two pictures (cut-outs from home, from the Internet, drawings…).

3- They gather all fact files in a book of weather and climate for the class library.
	-Do you remember the activity we did the other day about different climates in different places? Can you remember any places we learnt about? And any type of climate? OK.

-Now, we are going to revise them very quickly by listening to a recording and matching the names of the places, their climates and the continents they belong to.

-This time we are working in twos/threes to help each other, if necessary. Anyway, all of you have to produce a fact file individuall.y.

-You can choose colours, decoration, display… but take into account that it has to contain the following information. I’ll write it on the b/b for you. Name of the place, today’s date, today’s weather…
