	Real toys / pictures of toys

Classroom Diary


	1- T shows real toys or pictures of toys to the Ss to elicit vocabulary.

2- T sticks pictures of toys on the b/b and writes down their names.

3- T presents PART  I plan writing it on the b/b.

4- H writes down PART I plan on the Classroom Diary.

5- T asks the question: How many of you have got a …? and writes down the number next to the word/picture stuck on the b/b. Then H carries on asking about the rest of the toys and writing the numbers on the b/b.

6- T tells the Ss they are going to make a graph about the toys in the classroom, using the information on the b/b. Ss, in groups, think and represent the data on the b/b on a piece of paper.

7- Once they have finished H collects the different representation Ss have done and displays them on the b/b. T and Ss talk about the different ways of representing information in a graph. A bar graph can be done with the help of the Ss for them to realize which the most popular toys are.

Note: T asks Ss to bring one toy they like from their Xmas presents or a picture of the toy they like best.

	Real toys / pictures of toys / Appendix 2

	1- T presents one of the toys to the Ss. H introduces her/his own toy to the rest of the class. Then Ss in order do the same.

2- T shows the books ‘All Kind of Toys’ and ‘Toys at Playtime’ with the distinction between old and new toys. T shows a picture (or uses Appendix 2) of a new toy and leaves it on one side of the table and then shows a picture of an old toy and places it on the other side of the table.

3- T asks Ss to work in small groups in order to classify the toys according to the category they want to sort out (big/small; colour; plastic/metal; played alone/played in groups…)
4- Ss present their own classification to the rest of the class.

5- T writes down the criteria they have used to classify items on the b/b in order to make a sort of chart.


	-Look! This is the toy I like best.

-This is an old toy and I put it here.

-Is this old or new? Where shall I put it? That’s right!

-Now, you are going to make your own classifications.

-These are big and these are small.

	1- T starts from the previous session’s classification and then introduces new categories to classify toys (Appendix 3):

-Materials: made of wood, fabric, plastic, metal, paper…

-Played: alone, with friends…

-Motion: pushing, pulling, batteries, electricity, clockwork motors, no motion…

-…

2- T draws a chart (Appendix 3) on the b/b with the categories s/he is going to use and then exemplifies the use of the chart with one toy, ticking the characteristics of the toy. Then s/he writes sentences about it.

3- H chooses two more toys and with the help of the class fills the chart in.

4- Ss are provided with a chart (Hand Out 3) and they fill it in individually/in pairs.

5- T goes round the class helping Ss while they work on their own.

	-Let’s have a look at the categories we have sort out with the toys: size, colour, what they are made of, who we play with…

-Is it big or small? OK, let’s tick it on the chart.

-What colour is it?

-What’s it made of?

-Who do we play with?

-Does it need batteries?

	1- Each S produces index cards related to toys. Each S has an index card and tracing paper. H hands out photocopies taken from picture dictionaries, reference books of toys or Hand Out 4.
2- After choosing the picture Ss have to trace it, cut it out, stick it on the index card and print the name underneath.

Before doing this activity T must ask the classroom teacher how it is done in order to follow the same steps (the name written on the back side of the card, etc).
3- Each S can make more than one index card.

4- Ss are set in groups. They ask each other about the index cards they have produced, with the same procedure used with the chart in activity 3.

5- Games can be played with the produced index cards, as pelmanism, snap, bingo, matching pairs…

	1- Each S describes her/his favourite toy to the rest of the class, using the chart filled in activity 3 (Hand Out 3).

2- T exemplifies the guessing game using ‘Yes’, ‘No’ questions. H chooses an index card and T asks questions to him/her to guess the toy.

3- A group of Ss chooses another index card, H asks questions to guess the toy. Follow the same procedure with the rest of the groups.

4- A second game can be played with the whole class. One S chooses an index card. S/he describes it to the rest of the class and the one who guesses what it is gets it. The S who has the biggest number of cards is the winner. Ss may have their charts in front of them to be able to identify the toys more easily

	1- T tells Ss they are going to write in their Book of Songs & Rhymes. This time Ss are going to write the lyrics of a song or rhyme they already know using the T as a scribe.

2- Ss dictate the song to the T and S/he writes it down on the b/b.

3- Ss copy it in their Book of Songs & Rhymes.

4- Ss go to a corner in pairs or small groups. If necessary, T or H keeps a record in order to take turns in each one.

5- T asks some Ss what they have done in the corners.
