	Storybook

Individual Book of S&R, tape and cassette recorder
	1- T shows the cover of the storybook and asks Ss if they can find the title of the book and the author. Ss make hypotheses about what the story is about. 

2- Ss sit comfortably in a circle and listen to the story. When finishing, T asks Ss if they enjoyed the story or not and if they want to listen to it again.

3- Ss check their hypotheses and T retells the story trying to involve the Ss in the story telling.

4- This time Ss are going to write the lyrics of the song ‘Five Brown Teddies’ in their Book of S&R using the T as a scribe.

5- Ss dictate the song to the T and s/he writes it down on the b/b.

6- Ss copy it (or part of it) in their Book of S&R.
