Appendix 20b

(storybook for library corner)

Individual Book of S&R, tape and cassette recorder
	1- Ss sit comfortably in a circle. T sticks the cover of the story (Appendix 20a) on the b/b and asks Ss if they can find its title. Ss make hypotheses about what the story is about.

2- T displays the backgrounds on the b/b one by one and tells the story using the silhouettes.

3- When finishing, T asks Ss if they enjoyed the story or not. Ss check their hypotheses and, if they feel like it, T retells the story trying to involve them in the story telling.

4- H leaves the storybook (Appendix 20b) in the library corner (with more than one group, cover and back can be printed in colour -laminated- and the rest in black and white).

5- This time Ss are going to write the lyrics of the song ‘In and Out the Dusty Bluebells’ in their Book of S&R using the T as a scribe.

6- Ss dictate the song to the T and s/he writes it down on the b/b.

7- Ss copy it (or part of it) in their Book of S&R.

	Appendix 21

Hand Out 21


	1- T presents The Toy Party game (Appendix 21) and demonstrates how to play:

-get Ss in four teams: yellow, red, blue and green.

-each team acts as one player.

-each team, in turns, throws the dice and move their counter (children in the team take turns to do it).

-when they land on a square with a picture on it, they must check the rules (T reads and explains them while playing).

2- Repeat this procedure to make sure Ss are able to play the game autonomously.

3- H hands out the material for the booklet (Hand Out 21).

4- Ss make their own booklets.


	-We are going to play a game. This game is called ‘The Toy Party’.

-Here is the dice and the counters. What colour do you want? Green, yellow…

-Who will be first to start? Throw the dice. A five, good! Now your turn. Oh, a three! … You will be first because your number is the biggest!

-If you land on a square with a picture on it, you must check the rules!

-Jump over and play again!

-Play twice!

-Miss two turns!

Dramatising Hints (Primary Document)


	1- T explains that they are going to prepare a shadow theatre to play the story. Ss get in small groups.

2- H gives out the silhouettes for the shadow theatre (Appendix 23) to each group. Some of the Ss cut them out while others prepare the card box stage and its decoration.

3- As each group finishes the previous work, H gives them out the Shadow Theatre script. Ss rehearse the story with the T’s help (see Dramatising Hints from Primary Document, pg 52)


	-Do you know what a shadow theatre is?

-Some of you are going to cut out the silhouettes; the other must prepare the stage, using the card boxes you’ve brought.

-Cut out the bottom of the box, keeping 5 cm in each side. Stick the tracing paper and decorate the stage.

-Well done!

-Ok, now we have to rehearse the story.

-Do you remember the way we prepare the performances last school year? We are going to do it in the same way.
