Hand Out 2
	1- T shows the cover of the storybook and asks Ss if they can find the title of the book and the author. Ss make hypotheses about what the story is going to be about.

2- 2- Ss sit comfortably in a circle and listen to the story. When finishing, T asks Ss if they enjoyed the story or not and if they want to listen to it again.

3- Ss check their hypotheses and T retells the story using silhouettes (Appendix 2) trying to involve the Ss in the story telling.

4- H writes the names of the characters of the story on the b/b. Ss choose one of them for the performance.

5- H hands out the masks to the Ss (Hand Out 2).

6- Ss colour and cut out the masks.
