Classroom Diary


	1- T and Ss have a look at the plan of PART I and H ticks the activities that have been done.

2- T asks Ss to write down the name/number of the best activity for them on a small piece of paper (Ss shouldn’t imitate leaders’ opinion).

3- H collects all the papers, writes down the answers on the b/b, counts the final results and copies them on the diary, next to each activity.

4- T introduces the Song: ‘I Am a Music Man’, (Revision: ‘Oh We Can Play…’).

5- H chooses the cards with the name of the instruments mentioned in either song and sticks them on the b/b (Appendix 7). Ss make hypothesis about how the sound is produced: by blowing (wind), by beating (percussion), by strings vibrating (string). This can be made into a mind map to introduce the next activity.

6-T presents the plan for PART II.

7- H (or T) writes down PART II plan on the Classroom Diary.

Appendix 8

‘The Music Man’ recording


	1- T refers to or writes again previous mind map on instruments and type of sounds.

2- T tells Ss to make sounds using different materials (shaking, rubbing, beating…) and their own body (clapping, whistling…). Then, with the help of the T, they group themselves according to the type of sound (wind, string, percussion).

3- T/H asks each group to play in turns. This way T introduces the role of the conductor.

4- T presents a picture of the orchestra (Appendix 8) showing instruments distribution and asks Ss to organize themselves that way (wind, string, percussion).

5- All the orchestra plays ‘The Music Man’ song and H would be the conductor.


	-Do you remember our song? 

-Can you tell me an instrument from the song?

-The violin was in the string group…

-Now, choose any material  and make your own  sounds. We can also use our body, like this. Well done…!

-How do we make that sound ? What are we doing?

	1- T tells Ss they are going to listen to some pieces of music written by 3 very famous composers (Appendix 10a) and sticks the pictures on the b/b. Ss will draw a picture that represents how the music makes them feel.

2- T introduces basic feelings miming or eliciting how children feel in different situations. S/he makes faces showing different feelings and H sticks the corresponding label (Appendix 10b) on the b/b.

3- H distributes Hand Out 10 (3 per S). T goes through the three pieces of music and Ss draw their pictures while listening to them. Meanwhile, T places the names of each piece on b/b (Appendix 10c).

4- While Ss draw, T asks them about how they feel when listening to each piece of music.

5- When finished T asks them to write the name of the instrument they hear, the name of the piece and the name of the composer in each case.

6- H distributes folders for the drawings to be kept until they are used to make the booklet in the following lesson.


	-We are going to listen to three pieces of music and you will  draw a picture about them.

SUMMARY:

Ss make a booklet from the drawings and introduce some facts about the composer.
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	Ss’ previously done drawings

	1- H distributes folders and Ss take their drawings. 

2- H hands out one of the “readers” (Hand Out 11a) and a worksheet to be filled in with relevant information (Hand Out 11b).

3- T starts reading the chosen reader, pointing out the words with his/her index finger. When s/he finds useful information (e.g. born, died, place of birth…) s/he stops, finds out if Ss understand and asks H to underline the piece of information on the reader while Ss do the same in theirs. Now H transfers this information to Hand Out 11b while Ss pay attention to the procedure.

4- Ss choose their favourite composer and get into groups accordingly. H hands out the corresponding “reader” to each S in the group. Ss follow the previous procedure (the instructions are in the reader).

5- Ss make the booklet with their three pictures and the worksheet about their chosen composer (Hand Out11b). They design a cover and decorate it. Finally they bind it all together.

	1- T tells Ss they are going to get into groups to present their booklets.

2- In groups Ss present their booklets to their peers expressing how the music made them feel and adding information about  their chosen composer. If more than one S chose the same composer in each group, they share information about that composer.

3- T and Ss can organize an exhibition with all the booklets for the rest of the Ss to see their peers’ production.

4- This activity can also be done as a routine, having 3-4 Ss presenting their booklets to the class.
