	1- T shows the cover of the storybook and asks Ss if they can find the title of the book and the author. Ss make hypotheses about what the story is going to be about.

Note. Two options to tell the story:

a) T tells the whole story splitting it in more than one session.

b) T makes a shorter version of the story avoiding some pages.
2- Ss sit comfortably in a circle and listen to the story. When finishing, T asks Ss if they enjoyed the story or not and if they want to listen to it again.

3- Ss check their hypotheses and T retells the story using strips (Appendix 14).

4- T shows the Ss his/her own booklet.

5- H hands out the material needed for the booklets (Hand Out 14)

6- Ss fold the piece of paper and decorate the front cover. When finishing they keep it in their folders.

Individual Book of S&R, tape and cassette recorder.


	1- T shows the cover of his/her own booklet and reads the title. S/he opens it on page 1 and asks Ss what they can see. S/he goes to the next page and asks them what they can see now. S/he asks more questions about her picture and when s/he gets their answers, s/he goes on to the rest of the pictures.
Note: the picture on page 1 is just a part of the whole picture. On page 2, the booklet has got the same as on page 1 plus more details, on page 3, the booklet has got the same as on pages 1 and 2 plus more details, and so on. Ss only see the complete picture on the last page.

2- H hands out Ss’ previously prepared zigzag booklets and they start making their own pictures. T must make clear the procedure for the Ss: page 1 is part of a whole picture, page 2 the same plus some more details, page 3 the same as on pages 1 and 2 plus more details, and so on. The complete picture is on the last page.

3- This time Ss are going to write the lyrics of the song ‘The Music Man’ in their Book of S&R using the T as a scribe.

4- Ss dictate the song to the T and s/he writes it down on the b/b.

5- Ss copy it (or part of it) in their Book of S&R.


	-Look at my booklet! It’s called ‘Maria and the red crayon’.

-Look at page 1. What’s this? Have a look at the next page. What is it now?

-H, hand out the booklets, please.

-Now, you are going to draw your follow up picture. Let’s start.

-Remember: draw your picture in different steps/stages. On page 1 a bit of your drawing. On page 2 the same as on page 1 plus more details. On page 3, the same as on page 2 plus other details, and so on. The complete picture will be on the last page.

Changing Colour (p. 26-27)
	1- T introduces the idea of using the same colour in different shades. T shows the picture Sunflowers and interacts with the Ss about the range of colours in the picture.

2- T uses the same procedure with The Water-Lily Pond.

3- Ss are invited to examine the following pictures from the reference book Great Artists (colour photocopies can be used):

-Eugene Manet and his daughter in the garden at Bougival

-The Yellow Chair.

Ss have to find out the main colour and how many shades of that colour they can distinguish in that range.

4- T shows Ss pictures from the reference book Great Art Attack (pages 28-29) and explains that different shades of the same colour have been used to create perspective.

Optional: T can make the craft in front of the Ss

5- Ss choose a colour and mix it up with others to create different shades of that colour. Ss create their own picture (Hand Out 16) using that range of colours and showing perspective

Note: to work further on colour, colour combination and shades of colour, see Changing Colour (Painting with colour, p. 26-27)
	-Look at this picture! Do you like it? It’s called ‘Sunflowers’ and it was painted by Van Gogh.

-What is the main colour? Yellow, that’s it! How many yellows can we see? Lemon yellow on the wall, light and dark yellow on the flowers, dark yellow on the table.

-This is called a range of yellows.

-Now, have a look at these pictures. Find out the main colour and the range the artist has used.

-The main colour is …. There are light … here, dark … over there. …

-Look! What’s the main colour in this picture? How many shades of this colour can you distinguish? What about the sky? What shade is it? Light/grey/brown… And the gate? It’s dark grey/black. And the cactus? Dark brown.

-Dark shades indicate the object is near us. Light shades indicate the object is far away.

-Now, you’ll create your own pictures using different shades of the same colour. Distant objects will have a light shade and nearby objects will be much darker.
