Hand Out 20
	1- T shows different paintings from the reference books (colour photocopies or Appendix 20) and s/he talks about them with the Ss: what they can see, what they think it could be, what they feel… Then the pictures are stuck on the walls.

2- T asks Ss to give a title to each painting. Then, s/he gives them the real titles (Appendix 20a) and explains their meanings. H sticks the titles above the paintings.

3- Ss are set in six groups. T presents the painters (Appendix 20b) to the Ss and assigns one to each group.

4- H places a worksheet (Appendix 20c) below each painting. Hand Out 20 will be split up in five different boxes according to the type of information: painters, titles, date of birth…

5- Each group has to match the painter with the corresponding painting. Then, with the help of the reader (Appendix 20b), they complete the worksheet with the cards in the boxes.

6- When they finish, each group turns over the painting to check their answers.


	-What do you think about this painting? Is it colourful? Is it bright? How many colours has the artist used? Do you like it? How do you feel about it? Happy, sad…

-Can you give a title to the painting? And what about this one? Very nice title.

-This is the title the painter chose for this one: ‘The Snail’, Can you see a snail here? That’s the head, here we have the shell.

-This is Matisse. He was born in France in 1869 and died in 1954. He made ‘The Snail’…
